fMissions and goals of the State Statistical Analysis Centers

Introduction

Located in almost every State, the District
of Columbla, Puerto Rico, the Virgin
Islands, and the Commonwealth of the
Northern Mariana Islands, Statistical
Analysis Centers (SACs) are a major
componsnt of the State statistical
programs of BJS. The alphabetical SAC
listing, by State, presented here Includes
each SAC's organizational location, its
title, mission, goais, current activities, and
recent publications.

Each SAC provides statistical services
and policy guidance to the State
Governor, exsecutive branch agencies,
legislators, State and local criminal justice
agencles, the judiclary, the press, and the
public. SACs also provide data

to BJS for multistate statistical compila-
tions and analyses.

The SAC program originated in 1972 as a
component of the Comprehensive Data
System (CDS) program of the Law
Enforcement Assistance Administration.
Originally funded through the predecessor
agency of BJS, many SACs are still
partially funded by BJS through its State
statistical program. BJS also provides
funding for special research and analysis
activities. Since the advent of State
funding in the eatly 1980's, many of the
agencies have changed thelr official
names. To maintain consistency when
discussing these agencies here, however,
the generic term SAC is used.

The responsibilities and functions of the
SACs vary widely among the States.
Some State agencies have larger data
collection, analysis, and publication
programs than others. The topics about
which the SACs collect and analyze data
can also vary, but some topics receive
attention from a majority of the States.

No one organizational setting character-
izes a majority of the SACs. The Justice
Research and Statistics Association, the
nationat organization of SAC directors and

criminal justice policy professionals,
surveyed the SACs In 1990, finding —
32% of the SACs located In the
Governor's office

21% In the Offlce of the Attorney General
or the Department of Public Safety
8% In a public university

3% In Criminal Justice Councils

3% In Crime Information Centers

and the rest In various other public
agencles.

The BJS State statistical program has
a twofold purposs:

« to enhance capabllities of the States
to develop policy-relevant statistical data
to mest their internal needs

» to make State-level data available
to BJS for national compilations and
studies.

In Federal fiscal year 1991, cooperative
agreements were awarded to two States,
Tennessee and West Virginia, for
development of new SACs. Partial
support was given to 39 established SACs
to conduct objective analysis to meet
critical planning nesds and to address
statewide and systemwide policy issues.
BJS also sntered into nine cooperative
agreements with individual SACs for
speclilc projects in statistical analysis
and research on topics of critlcal
importance to the States,

For this part of the State Justice
Sourcebocok each SAC was invited

to submit a short narrative description

of its activities from October 1, 1990,

to September 30, 1991. Material provided
by the responding States was edited only
for consistency. States and territories not
listed either did riot have a SAC during the
period or did not submit a narrative. The
names of the State officlals who supplied
the narratives are listed in Appendix I.
These officials may be contacted for
additional information.
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Alabama — Narratives

Alabama

The Statistical Analysis Center (SAC) Is a
component of the Alabama Crimlnal Jus-
tice Informatlon Center (ACJIC). The
ACJIC Is an Independent State agancy
charged with operating and malntaining an
information system for the ctiminal justice
community.

The SAC Is responsible for —

« complling statistics on the nature and
extent of crime

« complling data for planning

-« publishing statistics on the level and na-
ture of crime: and the general operation of
agencles within the criminal Justice system
in Alabama.

The SAC is involved in the State Uniform
Crime Raporting (UCR) redeslign currently
underway. The SAC shows local agancles
the bensfits of an incident-reporting sys-
tem by providing computer services such
as ctime-by-sector breakdowns and data
on shifts, manpower, and caseloads.
These services benefit administrators and
investigators in local police departments.
The SAC Is instrumental In the training
aspect of the PC software provided to Al-
abama's police and sheriffs' departments.

The SAC met with repressntatives from
the Alabama Department of Forensic Sci-
ences (ADFS) to work on a project
whereby the ADFS will forward drug infor-
mation to the SAC for trend studies. The
SAC Is currently working with the State
planning agency to develop uniformity in
drug data collection from the State's drug
task forces.

Alaska

The Alaska Justice Statistical Analysis
Unit (SAU) operates as part of the Justice
Center at the University of Alaska Anchor-
age. The Justice Center Includes re-
search, academic, and public education
programs for which the Statistical Analysis
Unit provides quantitative research.

During FY 1991 the SAU —

« released BJS report summarles to all
major justice agencles, newspapers, and
other media throughout Alaska

+ published and distributed statewlde the
Alaska Justlce Forum, a quarterly publica-
tion designed to provide current national
and State statist/cal informatlon on justice
related issues to Alaska agencies, offl-
clals, and others concerned with the jus-
tice system

« responded to requests from legislators,
other public officials, and the press for re-
search information on a varisty of justice
Issues ranging from capital punishment to
the certification of corrections officers

« compiled OBTS tapes fcr 1988 and 1989
and modified tapes for 1984 forward to In-
clude misdemeanor information.

During the year the SAU, In conjunction
with the Justice Center —

« expanded, updated, and released
statewide the Alaska Justice Database
Directory, a research catalog of all major
databases maintained by Alaska justice
and social service agencies Identifiying
and detailing databases relevant to justice
Issues; this year's chapters are on the
Alaska Human Rights Commission, the
Leglslative Research Agency, the Legisla-
tive Affairs Agency, and the Parole Board
« compiled the third edition of the Alaska
Criminal Statute Cross-Reference Guide
which correlates Alaska's criminal
statutes, NCIC, UCR, OBTS, and BJS
codes for research purposes

« compiled the third editlon of the Conver-
sion Tables for Use with the Alaska OBTS
Database and the Alaska Criminal Statute
Cross-Reference Guide

« prepared Felony Definition: A White
Paper, In conjunction with the Alaska
Department of Public Safety

« prepared for the Alaska Department of
Publlc Safety an examination with recon-
mended changes of the APSIN database
identification of felonies: "APSIN Felony
Indicator"

«» prepared for the Alaska Department of
Public Safety an analysis, with recom-
mended changes, of the Alaska criminal
history records system: Alaska Criminal
History Record Information Program: A
White Paper

» produced a public service announce-
ment to help rural Alaskans visiting An-
chorage

» completed a video script on domestic
violence for the Anchorage Domestic
Violence Committee

« presentad a roundtable discussion on
police abuse of authority

« cosponsored with the Anchorage Estate
Planning Councll an estate planning semi-
nar

« produced a study on court Implementa-
tion of child support rules for the Alaska
Women's Commission

« conducted additional research and de-
velopment projects for other government
agencies, Including the Alaska Judicial
Council and the Alaska Divislon of Family
and Youth Services.

Arizona

During fiscal 1991, the SAC continued in
its ongolng effort to Identify the major
criminal justice Issues of the State. The
SAC, in conjunction with the Arizona
Criminal Justice Commission, surveyed
public schools and institutions of higher
learning to assess the attitudes, use, and
perceived avallability of specific types of
substances. The survey also concen-
trated on gang membership, the results
of gang membership, and perceived gang
activity. The report, Substance Abuse in
Arizona— 1991, was published in Jan-
uary 1992,

The SAC also concentrates on Key points
of emphasis in the criminal justice com-
munity:

« The Directory of Criminal Justice Issues
will address the issues, present and fu-
ture, that impact on the State,

« Educational Advancement and Recid|-
vism: A Regressional Analysls of the Adult
Incarcerated Population will analyze the
criminal actions most and least affected
by education. This analysis will also ex-
amine in-house educational and voca-
tional efforts and thelr effect on recidivism.
» An Educational Profile of Arizona’'s Juve-
nile Institutionalized Population will exam-
ine and report the demographic composi-
tion of the juvenile population relating to
education.

These studies will be published during
1992.

Arkansas

The Statistical Analysis Center (SAC) is a
component of the Arkansas Grime Infor-
mation Center (ACIC). The ACIC Is an In-
dependent State agency that is the central
access and control agency in Arkansas
for Input, retrieval, and exchange of crimi-
nal justice information in the Nationa!
Crime Information Center (NCIC) and the
National Law Enforcement Telecommuni-
cations System (NLETS). The ACIC is re-
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California — Narratives

sponsible for coordinating Arkansas user
agencies with the NCIC and the NLETS
and for collecting data on the nature and
extent of crime.

The ACIC administers the State Uniform
Crime Reporting (UCR) program and has
published three reports during 1990:
« Crime in Arkansas 1950 Is an annual re-
port that provides an overview of crime
based on statistics submitted by law en-
forcement agencies as part of the UCR
program. The report includes the number
of arrests and incidents known and re-
ported by law enforcement agencies.
» The Quarterly Crime Summary portrays
the level of crime reported by law enforce-
ment agencles during the quarter and for
previous reporting periods.
« Rape In Arkansas 1990 is an annual re-
port that provides an overview of informa-
tion on sach :ape and attempted rape that
Is reported to law enforcement agencles.
it Includes —
1) the number of rapes and attempted
rapes reported to law enforcement
2) a statewide summary of supplemental
information about rape, including victim
and offender data, time/place of occur-
rence, weapon used, and victim/offender
relatlonship.

California

The Criminal Statistics Program of the
California Attorney General's Office Is
mandated by statuite to complle, analyze,
and publish data en crime, crimlnals, and
the criminal justice system. Following is a
summary of major projects, activities, and
accomplishments that have contributed to
the development of criminal justice law
and policy in California.

Databasses

The Statistical Analysis Center (SAC)
uses data collected, compiled, and main-
tained by the Statistical Data Center
(8DC) including —

« Cfime

» arrests

« processing of aduit offenders

« local detentjon facllity counts

« criminal justice agency expenditure and
personnel

« death In custody

« domestic viclence.

Special Requests Program

Each year the SAC answers more than
3,200 requests for statistical information
from the Governor; the legislature; county,
State, and Federal agencles; researchers;
and the public. The requests range from
providing Individual crime statistics to liter-
ature searches, speclal computer runs,
and extensive analyses of thelr own and
other data.

Publications Program

The SAC published 7 reports during 1991,
including § annual reports on crime and
delinquency in California, a Forum entitled
A Policy Role for Focus Groups — Com-
munity Corrections, and a report on
Counting White Collar Crime. A Proposed
Procedlire for Building an Index.

Adult Criminal Justice Statistical System
(ACJSS) Longitudinal File

In July 1988 this file contained accumu-
lated criminal history information on al-
most 2.6 million persons whose first arrest
occurred on or after January 1, 1973.

The database, updated quarterly, includes
information about each Californla arrest
reported to the California Department of
Justice, regardless of whether or not a
final disposltion was recelved. The file
can be used to select cohorts of arrestees
for speclal studiss such as recidivism, of-
fender characteristics, and offense pat-
terns.

Colorado

The Colorado Statistical Analysis Center
(SAC) is part of the Gffice of Research
and Statlstics in the Division of Criminal
Justice, Department of Public Safety. The
8SAC, &s an agency independent of opera-
tional responsibilities, provides objective
analysis of cotrectional Issues from a sys-
tems perspective to the Governor's Office,
the Colorado General Assembly, the De-
partment of Corrections, the Judicial De-
partment, and other criminal justice agen-
cles and professionals. Major SAC activi-
ties during the ysar are summarized
below.

Felony Court Processing Data

Data are collected from a representative
sample of Colorado judicial districts pro-
viding Information, Including the legisla-
ture, the Governor's Office, the Judiclal
Department, and the Department of Cor-
rections. Comprehensive data are col-
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lected on offender and offense character-
istics ais well as case disposition. This is
the only database in the State developed
specifically for policy analysis from a crim-
inal justice system perspactive. These
data are used for multiple purposes:

« analyslis of criminal court sentencing
practices, including plea bargaining, num-
ber of convictions, change In type of of-
fenses filed, typs of offender, length of
sentence imposed, and type of disposition
(prison, probation, and other forms of
community corrections)

« analysis of felony filings, convictions,
and court dispositions to identify emerging
problems in the criminal justice system, to
monitor Implementation of new policies or
leglslation, and to examine/estimate the
impact of laws, policles, or practices

«» development of statistical profiles of of-
fenders sentenced to prebation and other
forms of community corrections, or prisoen,
and a comparison of the profiles to the
sentencing patterns of each district.

Community Correctlons and Juvenile
Diversion Intake and Termination Data

The Division of Criminal Justice adminis-
ters the State's Community Corrections
and Juvenile Diversion programs, The
data for program intakes and terminations
are furnished by tite service providers
who complete and mail in a data collecticn
form developed by the Office of Research
and Statistics. The form Is completed for
each client upon termination from the pro-
gram. The data are used for quarterly
and annual reports describing activities,
client profiles, and program performance
for Community Corrections and Juvenile
Diversion intakes and terminations.

Prison Population Projections

In 1987, the Colorado Legislature named
the SAC as the responsible agency for
preparation of prison population projec-
tions. The projections are based on a
modified demographically disaggregated
model to project admissions and on a
propagation matrix (using Lotus 1-2-3) to
simulate inmate population flow. Data
sources include the felony processing
database as well as data on age, sthnic
group, and sex-specific admissions and
length of stay obtained from the Depart-
ment of Corrections, the Judicial Depart-
ment, and the Parole Board.



Commonwealth of Puerto Rico — Narratlves

The projections, updated semlannually,
are used for correctionai planning by all
State agencies. They are presented to the
Joint Budget Committes of the Stats legls-
lature, the Governor's Office, the Depart-
ment of Corrections, and other interested
parties.

Drug Use Foracasting

In February 1990 Denver became the
23rd city to jein the Drug Use Forscasting
(DUF) Program. DUF information Is col-
lected quarterly and is based on voluntary
and confidential interviews with arrestees.
Additlonally, the arrestees are asked to
provide a urlne specimen. Nationally,
DUF resuilts are used as an "early warning
system" for detscting drug use trends and
epldemics. Locally, the information will be
usad to better target treatment, education,
and prevention resources, The SAC pub-
lished its first DUF bulletin, the 1990 Drug
Use Forecasting Report, In September
1991,

Drug Task Forces in Colorado

Since 1987, the Federal Government has
disbursed nearly $5 million yearly to local
Colorado law enforcement agencles to as-
sist in the war against drugs. One type of
program funded Is the multijurisdictional
task force. The Division of Criminal Jus-
tice performed an evaluation of five of
these multijurisdictional efforts and in
September 1991, published its report,
Drug Task Forcess in Colorado: An Evalu-
ation of Mutlti-Jurisdictional Strategies.
The evaluation inciudes for each of the
five task forces: a problem definition, pro-
ject goals, task force design, qualitative
and quantitative data, and provlems en-
countered. Overall findings, conclusions,
and policy Implications are presented in
the report's final chapter.

Community Corrections Study

A study, funded by a National Institute of
Corrections grant, was conducted by the
SAC in 1990 to determine what special
needs and program services may be re-
lated to the success and failure of offend-
ers terminated In 1989 from the commu-
nity corrections system. Half of the clients
terminated in FY 1988-89 were sent (or
returned) to prison, primarily for techni-
cal’house violations and escape. Study
findings suggest that when clients with al-
cohol, drug, or mental health problems
(over 70% of the group) were able to work
without incident, their chances of success
improvad. Further, treatment for the iden-
tifled problem from a community agency,

the client's age, and criminal history alsc
seem to Impact outcome. The final re-
port, Community Corrections In Coloraiio:
Why Do Some Clients Succeed and Oth-
ers Fail?, published in March 1991, was
distributed to corrections officlals and
State legislators.

Parole Risk Assessment Guidelines
Implementation

A structured guidelines system based on
an actuarial risk assessment scale devel-
oped and validated by the SAC was
adopted In 1989 by the Colorado Parcle
Guidelines Commission. The SAC, which
staffs the Commission, worked with the
Department of Correctlons to devslop and
implement the procedures In each prison
facility for providing parole board mem-
bers with the Information necessary for
them to make decisions according to the
guldelines. The SAC Is monitoring the
implementation progress by collecting and
analyzing data on all offenders seen by
the Parole Board. The monitoring results,
showing the percentage of Intnates
paroleu by risk level as well as other
release criterla, are presented to the
Commission and the Legislaturs.

Development of an Actuarial Risk Assess-
ment Scale for Community Corrections

The SAC developed and validated an ac-
tuarial risk scale for prison-bound offend-
ers diverted by the court to residential
community corrections programs. A scale
using weighted indicators of criminal his-
tory (duration, seriousness, and fre-
guency), employment and education
needs, and extent of program participation
discriminated wsll on various outcome
measures. The scals will be presented to
community corrections programs, the judi-
clary, probation officers, and others with
an interest in classification and needs/risk
management.

Colorado Criminal Justice Commission

The SAC staffs the Colorado Criminal
Justice Commission created in 1989 by
the State Legislature and the Governor to
review criminal justice Issues and make
recommendations for Iimprovements. The
Criminal Justice Commission is a 25-
member board consisting of 10 legislators
and 15 public safety officials, Including
sheriffs, judges, victim's advocates, and
professionals working with juvenile and
adult offenders. The SAC provides re-
search and Information support to the
Commission's Juvenile Justice, Intermedi-
ate Sanctions, and Sentencing Subcom-

mittees, as well as to the Commission as
a whole.

Treatment for sex offenders and the root
causas of criminal behavior ware Just two
of ine major issues studied by the Com-
misslon. The Commission's goal Is to de-
velop strategles and implement policies
through legislation and community in-
volvement to address these and uther
crime and justice Issues.

Commonwealth of Puertc Rico

The Statistical Analysis Center (SAC) in
Puerto Rico was established within the
Criminal Justice information System
(CJI8), an independent agency adminis-
tratively attached to the Commonwealth
Department of Justice.

The SAC's main objective is to compile,
analyze, and publish statistics pertaining
to the four agencies of the Common-
wealth criminal justice system: the De-
partments of Justice, Police, Corrections,
and Courts. Anocther slgnificant role Is to
conduct research on criminal justice is-
sues to asslst the Executive In the policy-
making process.

The SAC —

« analyzed and generated reports using
criminal history information from the CJIS
» assisted the Department of Justice in the
preparation of a report on murder/man-
slaughter victims and offenders covering
the period 1986 to October 1991

« assisted the Governor's Office in the
publication of a study on economic and
soclal problems in a public housing project
» planned a research study on offenders
serving sentences for first- and second-
degree murder, with data obtained from
the criminal records of the penal institu-
tions and interviews scheduled to start in
February 1992

« provided technical assistance and crimi-
nal justice statistics to legislators, univer-
sity students, criminal justice agencies,
and other public agencies in Puerto Rico
and the United States

« provided training on microcomputers and
the software of WordPerfect, Harvard
Graphics, and Lotus 1-2-3 with BJS fund-
ing.
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Connecticut

The Connecticut Statistical Analysis Cen-
ter (SAC) is located within the Justice
Planning and Grants Management Unit
of the Policy Deveiopment and Planning
Division of the Connecticut Office of Pol-
fcy and Management.  The SAC has pro-
vided assistancs for or conducted several
projects during the year:

« providing funding and technical assis-
tance to criminal Justice agencles

« providing the necessary data to adminis-
ter Justice Assistance grants as well as a
new State drug enforcement and educa-
tion grant program

» coordinating efforts to evaluate Con-
necticut's tough new family violence legis-
lation, Including funding and direct staff
participation in research activities

« completing a review of recent family vio-
lence research activities

» completing a study, Family Violence
Cases Nolled in Connecticut

« updating ciiminal justice computer model
caseload projections to reflect current
trends in arrest and judicial processing

« staffing support for the Connecticut
Prison and Jall Overcrowding Commis-
slon, including preparation of an annual
report to the Legislature and subcommit-
tea reports

« staffing support for the Family Violence
Inter-agency Response Coordinating
Committes

» updating a 5-year report on current
issues in Connecticut's criminal justice
system

« coordinating the State's efforts to im-
provs Its Criminal Justice Information
System.

Delaware

Delaware's Statistical Analysis Center
(SAC) Is the research and analysis branch
of the Delaware Criminal Justice Councll,
and under tha direction of its Exscutive
Committes. The Criminal Justice Councll
Executlve Committee membership In-
cludes the Chief Justics, the Attorney
General, the Public Defender, the Com-
missloner of Corrections, the Colonel of
the State Polics, the Director of Juvenlle
Rehabilitation, and an appointee by the
Governor (Chair).

Crime Analysis

The SAC provides an annual Grime in
Delaware report that summarizes informa-
tion relating to crime patterns, trends,
costs, and victimization. Also planned are
brief quarterly updates and speclal crime

analyses. These reports are prepared in
conjunction with the State Bureau of Iden-
tificatlon.

Antl-Drug Abuse Analysis

Special reports were prepared for assess-
ing the degree and nature of illicit drugs in
Delaware. Of particular Interest is the
study Impact of the New Drug Trafficking
Law on the Delaware Criminal Justice
System. This report was prepared in con-
junction with the Medical Examiner's Of-
flces' new database that the SAC helped
computerize for the analysis of illiclt
drugs. SAC alsa cochalrs a consortium of
State agencles that produce for the Lieu-
tenant Governor, Delaware Drug Success
Indicators, a compendium of facts relating
to severity of the drug problem and
Delaware's response. This decument pro-
vides a concise three-page summary
showing the extent of iliicit drug abuse
and the Impact on the criminal justice and
rehabilitation systems.

Eastside Wilmington Antl-Drug abuse
evaluation

In conjunction with the community, city,
State, and National Institute of Justice, the
SAC Is evaluating the effectiveness of the
Eastside Wiimington Substance Abuse
Awareness Program. This program is
notable for Its level of community involve-
ment and the unique relationship betwsen
law enforcement and the community. The
first-year report shows that community
policing has had a positive effect on the
Community.

Sentancing Initiatives

The SAC provided pre- and post-sentenc-
ing evaluation in a Joint SAC and Criminal
Justice Council effort to study the imple-
mentation of the Sentencing Accountabil-
Ity Program in Delaware. The sentencing
program emphasizes the incarceration of
violent offenders and the deinstitutional-
ization of nonviolent offenders. The eval-
uation identlfled areas of success and
other areas for which changes are being
Implemented to reach the desired goals.

The SAC also continues to analyze the
impact for the new Truth in Sentencing
law. This law provides guidelines for pro-
portionate sentencing based on the sever-
ity of the crime at conviction, the stan-
dardization of goodtime credits, and the
elimination of parole.
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The SAC produces an annual detentlon,
jall, and prison population forecast that
uses a components-of-change model and
takes into account the following causes of
population change: the at-tisk population,
gender, change in historical admission
rates, and length-of-stay patterns for 14
types of crime. The forecast Is produced
for the perind 1991 to 1996, To prepare a
creditable criminal justice population fore-
cast, the SAC prepared the (award win-
ning) analysis Delaware Incarceration
Factbook 1981-1990.

Legisiative Analysis

The SAC, in conjunction with other crimi-
nal justice agencies, provides impact anal-
ysls for criminal justice bills. Bills that are
analyzed are selected based on their po-
tential for policy or resource impact. The
most significant Is an in-depth study of
Delaware's 3-year minimum/mandatory
sentences for drug trafficking (the posses-
slon of flve grams of cocaine).

District of Columblia

The District's Statistical Analysis Center
{SAC) is a unit in the Office of Criminal
Justice Plans and Analysis (OCJPA).

This Offlce provides staff support in the
criminal justice area to the Mayor and the
City Administrator/Deputy Mayaor for Oper-
ations and serves as the agency that ad-
ministers Federal grants for criminal jus-
tice.

Staff support functions Include —

« analyzing criminal justice data, policies,

and Issues

« gathering and compliing information and
data from operating agencies

« preparing written reports and studies

« developing legislation

« drafting Government rules, regulations,

and Executive Orders.

The SAC —

« prepares and disseminates an annual
statistical report on criminal justice trends
in the District

« prepares speclal studies and conducts
ongoing research relating primarily to cor-
relates of crime and descriptions of the
offender population

« analyzes criminal justice related legisla-
tion on behalf of the Executive

« asgsts in preparing Exscutive positions
on criminal justice legislative and policy
matters
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« Is Involved in the development of a com-
puterized criminal justice management
information system, including a computer-
Ized criminal history file

« provides technical assistance to other
agencles In helping to Improve data analy-
sis capabllities

» operates and houses the State reposi-
tory for criminal justice related drug data
and information.

In FY 1991 SAC accomplishments in-
cluded —

« publishing the 1990 Crime and Justice
Report for the District of Columbia, provid-
ing statistics on crime trends, arrests,
prosecution, convictions, corractions, and
parole

« preparing the District drug enforcement
block grant appiication to the Bureau of
Justice Assistance, including assisting in
the development of the District's drug en-
forcement strategy

« preparing position memoranda for the
Executive on a rangs of legislative pro-
posals, Including parole reform, victim
rights, and speedy trial provisions

» conducting and publishing the findings of
a public oplinion survey of District resi-
dents' knowledge of drugs, attitudes about
different approaches to solving the drug
problem, and sentiments on salient issues
such as legalization of drugs and sanc-
tions for drug crimes

« continuing to publish The Drug Bulletin, a
bimonthly newsletter featuring discussions
on a range of topics related to issues and
davelopments in drug-related areas of
concern, and a statistical update of juve-
nile and adult drug arrests and drug test
results. This publication is a function of
the District of Columbia Center for Drug
Information funded by a the Bureau of
Justice Assistance grant, and is operated
by OCJPA

« continuing to publish the Drug Abuse
Trend Report for the District, a biannual
report that provides the most current com-
pilation of drug use Indicators for the city,
including statistics and information about
drug overdose deaths and drug-related
emergency room mentlons, drug treat-
ment admissions, drug arrests, arrestee
drug test results, AIDS among intra-
venous drug users, and a public opinion
survey about drug abuse and crime. This
report is an outgrowth of the District's
paper on drug abuse trends submitted for
publication to the National Institute on
Drug Abuse's Community Epidemiology
Work Group. This publication is funded
by a Bureau of Justice Asslstance grant,
and is disseminated to local and National
Government agencies, assoclations, sta-
tistical analysis centers and practitioners,

as weli as District Council members,
metropolitan-area community organiza-
tions, and interested individuals.

Florida

The Florida Statistical Analysis Center
{SAC) is part of the Florida Criminal Jus-
tice Executlve Institute in the Florida De-
partment of Law Enforcement (FDLE).
The Executive Institute, created by the
Florlda leglslature in 1990, provides "such
training as Is desmed necessary to pre-
pare the State's present and future crimi-
nal justice executives to deal with complex
issues facing the State." In carrying out
this charge, the mission of the Florida
Criminal Justice Executlve Institute has a
multiple focus:

« develop and provide an integrated pro-
gram of leadership and management in-
struction to criminal justice executives and
managers throughout Florida

« provide ongolng executive seminars,
command-level workshops, and advanced
operational programs for criminal justice
personnel

« enhance criminal justice executive ser-
vice by providing research into toplical
lssues and publication of research trends
and results

« improve criminal justice executive devel-
opment through enhanced systems of
networking and mentoring.

The SAC serves as the research arm of
the Executive Institute in support of the
third charge In this mission. Through the
SAC, the Executive Institute conducts
studies and evaluations, and publishes re-
search findings which will have a practical
impact on Florlda's criminal justice sys-
tem. In particular the SAC —
» offers technical assistance to particl-
pants in the Executive Institute's Senior
Leadership Course in the development of
independant study projects
« publishes a monograph series entitled
Research and Programs In Criminal Jus-
tice, which defines trends, documents
unlque demonstrations of isadership and
management, profiles agencies and exec-
utlves, and outlines program components
and results
« publishes a regular newsletter, Beyond
the Dots, for graduates of the Institute’s
Senior Leadership and Chief Executive
programs
s conducts independent research and
evaluation. Current SAC projects include:
1) an evaluation of the Ocala, Fla.,
Police Department's neighborhood prob-
lem-oriented policing program, furded
by the Bureau of Justice Assistance

2) a recidivism study and impact evalua-

tion of the Vital Issues Program of the

Leon County, Fla., Sherliff's Offlce

3) a statewlde evaluation of the Drug

Abuse Resistance Education (DARE)

Program

4) an analysis of Florida's habltual of-

fender statute

5) a training and education survey of

Florida's Police Chisfs

6) a study of violent crime in Florida
« publishes the FDLE Bulletin, an Informa-
tlonal magazine distributed to police de-
partments and sherlffs’ offices throughout
the State. The Bulletin describes ad-
vancements in the capabillities of FDLE
and the Florida SAC to assist local, State
and Federal agencles, presents the SAC's
research agenda and database updates,
descrlbes pertinent U.S. Department of
Justice studies that are expected to affect
Florida's criminal justice community, up-
dates criminal justice professicnals on
new or revised legislation, and outlines in-
novatlve programs administered by State
and local law enforcament agencies
« develops written, oral, and video histo-
ries of Florida's criminal justice system
and its leadership.

Policy direction and input regarding the
SAC's research agenda and its other ac-
tivities is provided in two ways. First, a
Policy Board guides and directs all pro-
grams and activities of the Florida Crimi-
nal Justice Executive Institute. This
Board is statutorily charged with establish-
ing administrative procedures and opera-
tional guldslines. Additionally, the nature
of the Institute necessitates Board In-
volvement In decisions related to policy
direction, applicant selection, budgeting,
curriculum, staffing, and mentoring of
exacutive students. The Policy Board
inciudes —

» the President and Immediate Past
President of the Florida Police Chief's
Association and the Floridz Sheriffs’
Assaciation

« the Executive Director of the FDLE

« the Secretary of the Florida Department
of Corrections

« the Commissloner of Education or
designese from within the Department of
Education

« a Chief of a municipal Police Depart-
ment, a Sheriff, and a local Corrections
Administrator

« & representative of the State Law
Enforcement Chiefs' Association.

Second, an Advisory Committes has been
appointed by the Commissioner of the
FDLE specifically to oversee the work of
the SAC. Members of the Committee rep-
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resent a variety of criminal Justice agen-
cles and organizations In the State, Includ-
ing the Attorney General, the Florida
Prosecuting Attorneys' Assoclation, the
Office of the State Court Administrator,
the Department of Corrections, the Racial
and Ethnlc Bias Study Commission, the
State Unlversity System, and the Florida
Legislature. The Chalr of the Executive
Institute's Palicy Board also serves on the
Advisory Committes. In addition to work
directly assoclated with the Florida Crimi-
nal Justice Executlve Institute, SAC staff
offer technical assistance and other re-
sources In a variety of areas:

« Since its creation in April 1986, the
Florida SAC has developed a capacity for
data collection and analysls, intent on im-
proving the effectiveness of criminal jus-
tice policymaking, program development,
and planning at FDLE and throughout the
criminal justice system. The SAC fllls nu-
merous requests for data from profes-
slonal and academic researchers and
planners throughout the State,

« The SAC published the 7997 Florida
Directory of Automated Law Enforcement
Information Systems, which summarizes
the microcomputer and mainframe com-
puter systems currently being used by po-
lice departments, sheriffs' offices, clerks
of the court, State attorneys, and correc-
tions departments throughout Florida.
The Directory Is a research Instrument for
criminal justice agencies than plan to up-
grade or Initiate an automated system.

« The SAC provides data and interpretive
analysis on FDLE operations. During
1991 for example, the SAC conducted an
evaluation of FDLE's organizational values
and thelr implementation by FDLE mem-
bers.

« Staff expertise is offered regarding data
collection and other methodologles. The
SAC Administrator conducts training on
law enforcement and other research for a
variety of internal and external groups.

» SAC staff respond to inquiries from citi-
zens, the media, and professional agen-
cles and organizations on a variety of
criminal justice issues.

Georgla

The Georgia Statistical Analysis Bureau
{SAB) continued to recelve SAC funding
In 1991, the second year of its operation.
The Georgia SAB has developed a unlque
and successful arrangement of collabora-
tion between Executive-level State agen-
cles and a State university in terms of
criminal justice research and policy analy-
sis.

The most unique characteristic of the SAB
Is the positlon of its Board of Directors.
The Board was originally designed to be a
vehicle where all agencles which currently
collect or store criminal justice data could
meet and discuss SAB initiated projects.
The arrangement has been so successful
that the Board has developed Into the
mechanism through which all SAB policy
Is established, and where all State re-
search Initiatlves are approved.

Following the dissemination of the results
of the SAB's Research Agenda, it was
also presented at the annual meeting of
JRSA (formerly CJSA) and the American
Soclety of Criminology. JRSA's research
committee is interested in replicating this
study nationwlds, and other State’s have
expressed Interest In replicating the study
locally. Also, some preliminary interest in
cross-national compatrisons of research
and other relevant criminal justics policies
has been expressed by the Home Office.

The SAB assisted the Georgia Depart-
ment of Corrections In evaluating Geor-
gla's "Boot Camps," the results of which
were published by the Department of Cor-
rections in a report entitled Special Alter-
native Incarceration, The SAB is currently
in the final stages of completing its study
of inmates sentenced for burglary be-
tween 1971 and 1991 and is asslisting the
Criminal Justice Coordinating Council in
planning Georgla's participation in a re-
glonal conference on violent crime.

Hawali

The Statistical Analysls Center is currently
managed by the Crime Prevention Divi-
sion of the Department of the Attorney
General. On July 1, 1991, the SAC was
transferred from the Hawaii Criminal Jus-
tice Data Center to this Division. The
Crime Prevention Divislon (CPD) edu-
cates and trains members of law enforce-
ment, the community, and private and
ctiminal justice agencies on crime-related
issues through statewlde conferencss,
workshops, and seminars. Tralning is
also provided through the use of multi-
media: documentarles, short informa-
tienal features, and public service an-
nouncements. The Division Is also re-
sponsible for coordinating and conducting
ctiminal justice research.

The Crime Prevention Division, through
supplemental funding by BJS, provides
statistical and technical support for vari-
ous Federal and State agencies. Coliabo-
rative efforts with law enforcement, the
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Department of Education, the Department
of Human Services and other State agen-
cles participating in the statewide Drug
Prevention and Control Committes re-
sulted In a report assessing the nature
and extent of the alcohol and drug abuse
problem among Hawali's citizens. Current
efforts In prevention, education, treatment
and law enforcement were assessed and
recommendations to improve the State's
Initiatlves were made. A Report to the
Governor on the Hawalil statewide Drug
Prevention and Control Strategy serves
as the Impetus for further studies and pro-
gram development.

Domestic violence issuss were of particu-
lar interest during the past legislative ses-
slon in Hawall. In response to the Legisla-
ture's request to work with the county po-
lice to develop an Instrument to coliect
gender-related crime statistics and a for-
mat to report this information on an an-
nual basls, a study was conducted and a
report complled evaluating two statewide
criminal justice data systems. "Response
to Senate Concurrent Resolution No. 217,
S.D. 1 Requesting the Development of
Data Collection Mechanisms on Informa-
tlon Relating to Cross-Gender Crimes"
summatrized the study's findings, ad-
dressed problems encountered by the
Department, and made several recom-
mendations for the data systems improve-
mant. As a resutt, it Is anticipated that the
State Legislature will provide an appropri-
ation to the Department to develop a more
c?mprehenslve data collection mecha-
nism.

In response to concerns over youth gangs
in Hawail, the 1990 Legislature enacted
House Bill Number 2308, Act 189 (SLH
1990), for the development of a statewide
youth gang response system. The CPD
participated in the Gang Response Sys-
tem which provided funding for —

» the four county police departments with
the Honolulu Police Department responsi-
ble for the coordination of a statewide in-
formation system that links the county
police and allows information sharing and
a statewide law enforcement gang task
force far the purpose of identifying gang
membaers;

» the Department of Education for school-
based prevention programs and the de-
velopment of a Campus Disturbance Plan
which includes gang violence and distur-
bance;

« the University of Hawali Center for Youth
Research for a study of the City and
County of Honolulu Parks and Recreation,
teen pragrams and an evaluation of the
Gang Response System;
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» the Department of Human Services,
Office of Youth Services for community
based services;

» and the Department of the Attarney
General for coordinating, staffing, provid-
Ing training, public education and support
to community groups. A report summariz-
ing these efforts was disseminated to the
Leglslature this current session.

Idaho

The Idaho Statistical Analysls Center
(8AC) Is located In the Support Services
Bureau of the Idaho Department of Law
Enforcement (DLE). The mission of the
SAC Is to provide statistical support to the
criminal Justice community and to provide
statistical Information for use by the Legis-
lature and the office of the Governor, as
well as State and local criminal justice
agencles and the media. Following s a
desctiption of SAC activities during the
period.

SAC staff continued to provide ongolng
technical assistance to the federally
funded Anti-Drug Abuse Grant Evaluation
Unit through data compilation, data entry,
and malintenance of the databass which
houses anti-drug abuse task force infor-
mation. Using data compiled by the SAC
staff, in support-of the Evaluation Unit, a
task force report, Multi-jurisdictional Drug
Task Forces in Idaho, funded by an Antl-
Drug Abuse Grant, Is published each
quarter. Coples are distributed to mem-
bers of the Idaho Ciiminal Justice Councll,
legislators, and State and local criminal
justice professionals. The report has
been used to assist the {daho Criminal
Justice Council In the development of the
State anti-drug abuse strategy.

As a member of the Grants Management
Team (GMT), the SAC Director provided
critical technical assistance with the devel-
opment of the State anti-drug abuse strat-
egy and the development of an objective
evaluation tool for evaluating grant appli-
cations. The SAC also assistad with the
development of a grant's reconsideration

policy.

The SAC recently completed a survey of
Idaho businesses to determine the extent
of employer drug testing and employee
assistance programs In the State, Studies
Indicate that through the use of drug test-
ing and employse assistance programs
(EAPs), the workplace may be one of the
most effactive places to combat drug
abuse. The results of the data collected
wil assist policymakers in further develop-

ing the State's anti-drug abuse policy, as
well as be of Interest to private industry
and the Natlonal Criminal Justice Assocla-
tion (NCJA) In thelr ongoing study of drug
testing programs,

The SAC also daveloped and maintains a
database application which tracks health
and wellness data on commissioned law
enforcement personnel. The databasse,
which houses fitness assessment data as
well as medical history data, continues to
be used to assist law enforcement man-
agement in maintaining physical stan-
dards to ensure public, as well as Individ-
ual offlcer's, safety, The SAC Is currently
analyzing the first 2 years of fitness data
for publication In 1992. The data collected
from this program are being shared with
researchers from Pennsyivania State Uni-
versity In conjunction with the congres-
slonally mandated study of the Age Dis-
crimination in Ermployment Act as
amended in 1978. (Public safety person-
nel are stlll subject to mandatory retire-
ment.)

The Idaho SAC continues to maintain a
criminal justice reference library, and acts
as a point of contact for requests for crim-
inal ustice related statistics. Among the
many requests recelved last year, the
SAC responded to Information requasts
from policymakers, students, the madia,
and others. Copies of reference material
and reports produced by, or in conjunction
with, the SAC are distributed free of
charge.

{n addition to research and ongoing pro-
jects, the SAC continues to support other
State and local agencies by providing
needed statistical and technical support.

lilinols

The State Leglslature has mandated the
{llinois Criminal Justice Information Au-
thority to Improve the quality of criminal
Justice information throughout [liincis. In
response to this mandate, the Authority
undertook numerous statistical and infor-
mation system projects during Federal
FY 1991. These projects can be classi-
fied into three categories:

« research and analysis

» Information system development and
operation

« Federal and State grant managemeni.

Highlights of each primary program area
are summarized here:

Research and Analysis

The Research and Analysls Unit of the
Authority conslsts of three centers, each
fulfilling a distinct criminal justice informa-
tion role:

« The Informatlon Resource Center (IRC)
collects, malntains, analyzes, and dis-
tributes criminal justice information both
statewlde and nationally and develops re-
search reports on various criminal justice
lssues. The center also speclalizes in
statewide drug policy, drug data analysis,
and drug related program evaluations.

+ The Criminal Justice Information Audits
Center (CJIAC) monitors and works to im-
prove the quality of criminal history record
information (CHRI) maintained by lllinois
repositaries and provides technical assis-
tance to criminal justice agencies relative
to Information pollcy issues.

« The Statistical Analysis Center (SAC)
analyzes, tasts, reports, and develops
statistlcal and ressarch methods te facili-
tate policy and administrative declsions for
criminal justice agencles, provides expert
advice In statistical and research meth-
ods, reviews rasearch proposals and draft
reports to advise on methodological Is-
sues, and develops research reports on
various criminal justice issues.

Information Resource Center (IRC)

The Information Resource Center contin-
ued Its focus on statewide dissemination
of criminal justice information in fiscal
1991. An average of 50 calls per month
were raecelved by the center, with requests
ranging from complex data analysis to
simple referral information. A substantial
proportion of the work in the center fo-
cused on drug policy and data analysis.

The IRC completed work on a research
bulletin, State Court Caseload Trends,
looking at emerging backlogs nationwide
and the impact of drug cases on those
backlogs. Staff began several internal
evaluations of drug interventlon programs
during the year.

The center also concentrated on the con-
tinued expansion of its Statlstical Array
Storage System (SASS), which provides
automated maintenance and retrieval of
maljor criminal justice datasets to agency
staiff and external requestors.

Illinois — Narratives

The center conducted research funded by
the Bureau of Justice Statistics, entitled
The Impact of Aging Dynamics on the Ilfj-
nois Law Enforcement Officer Corps.

This project looks at aging, education,
recrultment, and retirement issues facing
the State's law enforcement agencies.

Criminal Justice Information Audits Center
(CJIAC)

The Audit Center continued its annual
auditing of the State's central repositories
for criminal history record information in
1991. Speclfically, the center completed
its 1990 Audit of the Illinois State Police's
Computerized Criminal History (CCH)
System,

In addition to auditing work, the Audit
Center also staffed a statewlde Ad Hoc
Committee on Disposition Reporting. This
committee has generated a statewide
problem statement regarding issues of
accessing and reporting criminal history
records. improvement stratagies are now
being formulated.

Statistical Analysis Center (SAC)

The Statistical Analysis Center concen-
trated its efforts on the use of statistical
software to enhance criminal justice pro-
gram planning over the past fiscal year.
Related to this, the center completed work
on a research bullatin, the Impact of Jail
I-Bonds on the Population of the Cook
County Jail, demonstrating the use of pro-
jections software in assessing jail popula-
tlon changes.

The SAC also completed work on two
additional research reports, the Guide to
lliinois Firearm Data, and the Guide to
llinofs Population Data. Work also began
on a BJdS funded computerized ctime
mapping project in collaboration with the
Chicago Police Department.

Other Research and Analysis Projects

The Ressarch & Analysis Unit continued
its annual tradition of publishing Trends &
Issues In 1991. T&J 1981: Education and
Criminal Justice in Ilinois focused on the
relationship of illinois' criminal justice and
educational systems, looking at ways
these two systems can work together to
reduce dropotit and crime preblems in the
States' schools.

The R&A Unit continued its 18-month
State Justice Institute funded study of
Pretrial Release Outcomes in Cook
County. This study, when completed in

1992, will identify the success and failure
patterns (fallure to appear, rearrest, rein-
carceratloin) of different types of releasees
{cash deposit vs. recognizance) from the
county Jail, relying on a representative
sample of over 2,000 releaseses.

In late 1991, the Authority began moving
toward an even stronger role in statewide
criminal justice system planning. Staff of
the Gavernor's Office called upon Author-
ity staff In a number of situations to pro-
vide support to statewide policy sfforts,
In particular, the Authority began varlous
statistical analysis tasks to support a
statewids, systemic analysis of prison
crowding. Additionally, Authority staff
served on a number of other county and
State level Justice policy committees.

Information System Development
and Operatlon

The Information Technology Unit (ITU) is
responsible for maintaining the authority's
network of hardware and software sys-
tems summarized below:

« The Quality Assurance Center s respon-
sible for the coordination of systems and
adherence to standards.

« The Telecommunications Center Is re-
sponsible for the hardware and software
to maintain communications between sys-
tems and components of the authority's
network.,

» The Microcenter Is responsible for mi-
crocomputer suppoert and development
and provides walk-in facilities to demon-
strate microcomputer hardware and soft-
ware.

« The Systems Operations Center Is re-
sponsible for the operation and mainte-
nance of the Authotity's computer facllity.

The ITU combines the skills of these five
centers to support the major information
systems operated by the Authority.

Correciional Institution Management
Information System (CIMIS)

The CIMIS Systems Development Center
is responsible for the design, develop-
ment, and maintenance of application of
CIMIS software. CIMIS is an autcmated
management information system de-
signed to support State and county jail fa-
cilities with timely, accurate, and accessi-
ble inmate information. CIMIS provides
jail facilitiss of any size with a means by
which its correctional staff can reduce pa-
perwork and permit the sharing of infor-
mation with other criminal justice agen-
cies. CIMIS automates the receiving and
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booking process and generates arrest and
booking reports. CIMIS maintains per-
sonal Information about Inmates Including
medical information, personal identifiers,
arrest records, and specialized adminis-
trative warnings such as gang affifiations.
The automated system allows identifica-
tion and classification of inmates being
booked, especially serlous repeat offend-
ers. Prior information entered on repeat
offenders can be rettieved, eliminating or
reducing data entry. Additional features
of CIMIS include —

» facility utliization reporting

« loglstic scheduling of events for inmates
such as court appearances, medical -
appointments, work assignments, educa-
tional classes, and transfers to State cor-
rectional centers

« management of inmate trust fund ac-
counting, housing information, medical,
personal property, and court records

« State police arrest card gsneration

« personal property inventory

« telease date Information

« data Imaging.

A range of management reports are also
generated by the CIMIS system.

Police Information Systems

The Pclice Systems Unit (PSU) of the Au-
thorlty Is rasponsible for the development,
expansion, and support of the Police In-
formation Management Systam (PIMS),
an automated management information
system desizned to provide law enforce-
ment agencies with the following informa-
tion management capabiifties:

« the collection of descriptive, arrest, and
charge information about all persons ar-
rested by an agency

» access to arrest, property, crime analy-
sis, and vehicle information of other par-
ticipating PIMS agencies

« Information about ali calls for servics,
Including names, property, and vehicles

» the ability to either inquire information
gathered in the system, or search for in-
formation given on any set of criteria.

Implementation of the (PIMS) system in-
creases the tactical effectiveness of the
participating agencles by glving them the
capability to retrieve information quickly in
a varlety of ways as well as sharing Infor-
mation with other law enforcement agen-
cies. The effectivensss of the participat-
ing agency Is enhanced with timely and
accurate information available through the
management report module. The partici-
pating agency Is able to reduce costs and
streamline cperations by reducing paper-
work and enhance its ability to comply
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with State and Federal reporting require-
ments. PIMS provides a Uniform Crime
Report reporting module that elicits the
Information required for UCR reporting.

The automatic cross-referencing structure
of PIMS makes the maintenance of sev-
eral hard copy cross-referenca files un-
necessary.

The Police Systems Unit also continued
work in 1991 on the Area-Wide Law En-
forcement Radio Terminal System
(ALERTS) project. ALERTS is a
multicounty mobile (in-car) computer data
terminal system for local law enforcement
agencies in lllinois. Implementation of this
projact by the Authority Is making mobile
data terminal technology available to
many law enforcement agenclas that
could otherwise not afford it.

Federal and State Grant Management

The Federal and State Grants Unit was
established by the Authority in 1985 to im-
plement State and Federally funded grant
pregrams. The unit praesently administers
the Federal Anti-Drug Abuse Act, the Vic-
tims of Crime Act programs, and the llli-
nols Motor Vehicle Theft Prevention Act
program. Inthat capacity, staff perform a
varlety of functions including assessment
of State and local needs, program plan-
ning, program development and monitor-
ing, and technical assistance.

Public Information Management

A growing component of the Authority, the
Office of Public Information (OPI) coordi-
nates and provides editorial support for all
documents and other information released
by the Authority. OPI plays a significant
role in making the many research reports
(L.e., trends & Issues) of the Authority
readable by a spectrurn of professionals
and citizens. OP} also insures that the
varlous units and centers within the Au-
thority coordinate activities and projects
with overlapping interests or audiences.

Indlana
The Center for Criminal JL .~ 1 Research
and Information Is part of ... .ndiana

Criminal Justlce Institute and is comprised
of two formerly separate entities: the Indi-
ana Statistical Analysis Center (SAC) and
the Research and Information Consor-
tium, which consists of academic re-
searchers from Indiana coileges and uni-
versities.

The Center's misslon Includes —

« compiling, analyzing, and disseminating
data that support criminal Justice decision-
making in Indiana

« conducting policy research on issues
confronting criminal justice agencles In the
State

« iImproving the link between the practi-
tioner and unlversity research communi-
ties for the beneflt of indiana's justice sys-
tem.

Over the past year, the Center worked
closely with State and local criminal jus-
tice agencies on a number of projects:

« compiling data on drug activity and drug
enforcement

« evaluating narcotics interdiction and
treatment efforts

« tracking juvenile offenders into the adult
correctional system

« Implementing an incident-based report-
Ing (IBR) system.

Participation in the National Consortium
to Assess State Drug Control Strategies

The Center continues to participate in a
project with other States to collect data.on
drug activity and drug enforcement from
crime labs and multijurisdictional drug task
forces. Supported by the Bureau of Jus-
tice Assistance and the Justice Research
and Statistics Association, the project is
designed to provide baseline information
for assessing the impact of the Federal
Anti-Drug Abuse Pragram in the States.
Data gathered in the project are helping
Indiana galn a better understanding of
drug problems within its boundaries and
develop strategies for dealing with thess
problems. Quarterly data for 1988
through 1991 are available for the crime
labs. Quarterly operations data are avalil-
able for 1988 through 1991 for Indiana's
multijurisdictional drug task forces. Three
reports have bsen published on multijuris-
dictional drug task force opsrations in the
State including an in-depth evaluation of
two of Indlana's task forces. A report was
also published during 1991 on crime labs
and the drug sample processing system in
Indiana,

Implementation of Incident-Based
Reporting (IBR) in Indiana

During 1891, the Center for Ctiminal Jus-
tice Research and Information of the
Criminal Justice Institute continued to im-
plement an Incident-based crime reporting
system for Indiana. A policy advisory
board including represeniatives from the
Indiana Association of Chiefs of Police,
the Indiana Sheriffs' Association, the State
Police, the Indiana Prosecuting Attorney's

Council, the Indiana Law Enforcement
Academy, and Indiana University has
been gulding the Center in this effort.
Subcommittees have completed the iden-
tification of the data elements that will be
Included in Indiana's IBR system and
drafted specifications for data elements,
data submisslon, and error handling for
law enforcement agencies In the State.
The test phase cf the project wili be com-
pleted in 1992.

Indiana Boys' School Tracking Study

Based on a request by the Task Force on
Juvenile Institutions, the Center com-
pleted a study of a sample of juveniles
released from the Indiana Boys' School
(IBS) over a & year period. The primary
purpose of the study was 1o determine the
extent to which juveniles released from
the IBS recidivate as measured by their
subsequent Incarceration In Indiana juve-
nile or adult correctional systems in the
State. Another purposs was to provide
summary information about juveniles
committed to IBS and the types of pro-
gramming thsy receive while incarcerated.
The study has Involved gathering dsmo-
graphic, soclal history, offense history,
and programming data for 382 juveniles
released from the IBS from 1984 to 1990
and tracking their subsequent contact witi
the Corrections Department. A report on
this project is avallable from the Center.

Analyzing School Drug-incident Data

in January 1989, legislation was enacted
requiring public school corporations to re-
port Information to the State about drug
incidents occurring on and within 1,000
fest of school grounds. The Center con-
tinues to analyze data from these reperts
to learn more about the prevalence and
types of drugs In Indiana schools and dis-
ciplinary actions recommended by school
authorities for dealing with students in-
volved in drug incidents.

Updating Drug Data Compendium

The Center is updating and expanding its
compendium of data pertaining to drug
getivity, anforcement, and treatment in
Indiana. Relying primarily on secondary
data sourcses, the compendium summa-
rizes data on drugs and drug activity over
the last several years. It also provides
summary information about data sources
and data elements for which Information is
available and methodological limitations
assoclated with data elements., The com-
pendium is intended tc support the efforts
of the Governor's Commission for a Drug
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Free Indiana and other State and local
policymakers to assess the scope of the
drug problem and develop strategies for
dealing with it.

Drug Offender Tracking In Indiana

In cooperation with the Center, Purdue
University is conducting a study on the
handling of drug offenders by varlous
criminal justice jurisdictions across the
State. The study involves tracking select
drug cases from arrest through case dis-
position. It is based on arrest data from a
sample of Indiana counties. The research
Is the second phase of a larger study.
The first phase Involved estimating the
numbers of varlous types of drug arrests
throughout the State, and was completed
last year. A report on the first phase is
available from the Center.

Indiana Law Enforcement 1991 Manpower
and Resource Survey

In'cooperation with the Indiana Law En-
forcement Academy, the Indlana Assccla-
tion of Chiefs of Police, and the Indlana
Sheriffs' Assaciation, the Center con-
ducted a survey of all law enforcement
agencies and agencles with policing/secu-
rity responsibilities in the State. The
range of data elements in the survey was
extensive and included information about
police personnel, budget, vehicle usage,
weapons/armor and accessories, jalls,
training needs, software and hardware.
The survey was designed to meet a statu-
tory reporting requirement for the Law En-
forcement Academy and to pravide the
Academy with information useful In devel-
oping lts training curriculum. A report
based on the survey will be available in
1992,

lowa

The lowa Statistical Analysis Center
(SAC) is housed within the Criminal and
Juvenile Justice Planning Division of the
lowa Department of Human Rights. Its
legal mandate is "coordinating with data
resource agencies to provide data and an-
alytical information to Federal, State, and
local governments and to assist agencies
in the use of criminal and juvenile justice
data." SAC activities also support the pol-
lcy analysis and planning functions of the
jowa Criminal and Juvenile Justice Plan-
ning Advisary Council.

The SAC s responsible for the ongoing
collection, analysls, and reporting of dis-
position and sentencing data submitted by
all lowa clerks of court. Other SAC activi-
ties include —

« compilation and analysis of data from
various statewide justice system agencles
« preparation of statistical reports and in-
formation briefs

« .the provision of evaluation and data-re-
lated technical assistance

» conducting special initiatives including a
study of the processing of adult drug of-
fenders through the justice system

« abasaline audit of lowa's computsrized
criminal history records

« an assessment of multijurisdictional
drug law enforcement task forces in the
State

+ development of a serles of performance
indicators for the State's drug control
strategy

« research into disproportionate incarcer-
ation rates of minorities

« asurvey of the State's Prosecutors

» astudy of the quality of judicial and
administrative child abuse interventions.

In July 1990, the lowa General Assembly
established a Correctional Policy Project
within the Criminal and Juveniie Justice
Planning Division. Through this project,
SAC activities have expanded to include
prison population forecasting, sentencing
law revision studies, and other related ef-
forts.

Upon request, the SAC provides data and
other information to justice system agen-
cles, other public officials, the academic
community, and the public.

Kansas

The Kansas Bureau of Investigation, a di-
vision of the Office of the Attorney Gen-
eral, is the central repository for informa-
tion concerning justice activities In the
State. The Statistical Analysis Center
(SAC), with a staff of five, is responsible
for the Incldent-Based Rsporting System,
which allows for the colisction of standard-
Ized crime data on offenses occurring in
specific jurisdictions.

Other SAC activities Include —

« the Justice System Directory

» statistical reports and special studies,
such as a Quarterly Crime Release and
Crime in Kansas, an annual report.
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Maryland

"“The Maryland Justice Analysis Center

was established by Executive Order of the
Governor as part of the Institute of Criml-
nal Justice and Criminology at the Univer-
sity of Maryland at Coliege Park. The
Center is authorized to collect, analyzs,
and interpret data on criminal and juvenile
Justice. An advisory board representing
the exscutive, judiclal, and legislative
branches of State and local governments
provides policy guldance to the Center.

During FY 1991, the Center continued
work on the management of the audit of
the State's criminal justice information
system. Audits have been completed In
19 of the State's 24 jurisdictions.

In 1991, the Center completed the second
annual report on drunk driving for the
Governor's Task Force on Drunk Driving.
The report included data from poiice,
courts, treatment, and motor vehicle
agencles. This report is used to guide the
development of new Initiatives to prevent
and control drunk driving.

The Genter completed a report cn violent
crime In Maryland during the perlod 1980-
1890, This report will be included in an
analysls of drug related violent crime pre-
sented at the Governor's Violent Crime
Summit in early 1992,

The Center has begun work on an analy-
sis of drug related violent crime, a report
on the dispositlon of summons cases, and
a reconslideration of the elements included
in the State CJIS. The Center received
support from BJS to devslop an incident-
based crime reporting system. This 2-
year effort wlll be directed by the Center
with support from the Department of Pub-
lic Safety and Correctional Services and a
speclal advisory board.

Massachusetts

The Massachusetts Statistical Analysis
Center (SAC) is part of the Massachu-
setts Committes on Criminal Justice
within the Executive Office of Public
Safety. The SAC's principal function Is
to enhance the information base of the
criminal justice system in the Common-
wealth. It disseminates criminal justice
information derived from Uniform Crime
Reporting (UCR) data, BJS reports, and
SAC studies. It also provides technical
assistance to criminal justice agencies
on computers, software, and information
systems. Further, It provides infermation

to the Governor's Offlce and to legislative
committees for their pollcy deliberations
and development of new criminal justice
initlatives.

The SAC had eight major projects during
the year:

« development of a hate crime reporting
system

« evaluation of criminal justice substance
abuse Initiatives In Massachusetts

« Implementation of incident-based report-
Ing (IBR)

» police management information systems
development

« a quanterly newsletter on criminal justice
Information systems

« a report on Massachusetts crime trends
« a study of arrest practices for domestic
violence.

The hate crime reporting project has cre-
ated a hate crime reperting form, a sys-
tem for filing reports, and a mandatory
reporting statute. It is used to develop
regulations for hate crime reporting and
training curricula for police.

The evaluation of substance abuse initia-
tives involves collecting evaluative Infor-
mation for all Bureau of Justice Assls-
tance funded drug initiative grants and for
the JRSA Drug Consortlum. It is used in
revising the State's drug strategy and
criminal justice programs.

The IBR project began recelving and sval-
uating incident-based data for a sample of
towns in Massachusetts in January 1990
and provides asslistance to departments
developing thelr capacity for NIBRS data.

The police management information sys-
tems development project works with po-
lice departments to provide computerized
data for agency administration, planning,
IBR, and accreditation.

The quarterly newsletter, The Networker,
provides BJS, UCR, and a variety of re-
search information to police officials, crim-
Inal justice policymakers, and other SAC
units. It also has speclal articles on new
developments in hardwars, software, and
information systems.

The crime trends report summarizes
trends in reported crimes, arrests, and
sentences, It Is used for identifying crimi-
nal justice problem areas and for planning
criminal justice initiatives.

The study of police arrests in domestic
viclence cases will describe current prac-
tices in handling these cases, evaluate

implementations of a domestic violence
arrest law, and provide a statistical profile
of domestic violence cases in Massachu-
setts,

Michigan

The Michigan Statistical Analysis Center
(SAC) is an element of the Oifice of Con-
tract Management, Grant Management
Divislon, in the Departmant of Manage-
ment and Budget. The SAC annually
complles and analyzes data for the State
law enforcement community and the State
criminal justice system.

The SAC providss data and analysis for —
» the annual Juvenile Justice Plan

« the annual Juvenile Justice Progress
Report

« the annual Juvenile Justice Monitoring
Report

« the annual report of the Michigan Justice
Training Commission

« Interim reports on juvenile detention in
]lalls, lockups, and juvenile detention facill-
ties

« Interim reports on grant expenditures,
awards and disbursements.

The SAC responds to requests for data
using the most recent sources. available.
The most frequently used Michigan
sources are the Uniform Crime Report
(UCR), the Department of Corrections'
Annual Report, the Supreme Court Ad-
ministrator's Office, and the Juvenile Jus-
tice Detention Database which now con-
tains data from 1981 to the present. BJS
data are often requested.

The SAC computer manages grant ac-
counting and provides fiscal management
and program reports for the following pro-
grams using modified SIGMA software:
Juvenile Justice, Justice Training (State),
Victims' Rights (State), Prosecutor Reim-
bursement (State), Victims of Crime, and
Anti-Drug Abuse.

Minnesota

The Statistical Analysls Center (SAC) Is
part of the Minnesota Planning agency
responsible for assuring that the State will
benslit from integrated programs for the
development and effective use of its hu-
man, physical, and financial resources.
The goal of the Minnesota SAC s to pro-
vide local, State, and Federal organiza-
tions with data and information for In-
formed criminal justice decisionmaking.
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Following is a summary of the Center's
accaomplishments for the Federal fiscal
year.

County Leve! Statistics

Crime, arrests, and prosecution data are
available for each of Minnesota's 87 coun-
ties. Information Is provided by offense,
age, and race. Comparative statewide
data is also available.

Crime and Arrest

At the request of the Minnesota Criminal
Justice Budget group, the SAC has done
analysis on ¢rime and arrests In Min-
nesota and the Nation. This analysis
informed policymakers of the trends in
Minnesota's crime and arrests.

Criminal Justice Data On-Line

The SAC placed all of its criminal justice
data on-line for easy public access-
DATANET (menu-driven system contain-
Ing over 20 databases). Because of this
on-iine databass, a problem can be stud-
fed from a muitidisciplinary perspective.

Criminal Justice lllustrated

Criminal Justice Illustrated was created to
give policymakers a comprehensive un-
derstanding of the Minnesota criminal jus-
tice system. This report coversd reported
crime, arrests, prosecutions, court pro-
ceedings, court dispositions, corrections,
crime victims, and the criminal justice sys-
tem as a whole.

DWI Policy

The SAC has participated in the Min-
nesota DWI| Task Force. This group has
developed and continues to develop DWI
policy for the State. The SAC alsc helped
organize and facllitate a DWI conference.

Felony and Gross Misdemeanuor
Convictions

At the request of the Minnesota State
Legisiative Auditor, the SAC complsted
analysis on individuals arrested for felony
and gross misdemeanor offenses con-
victed between 1985 and 1988. This
analysis was used to heip with Minneso-
ta's jall crowding problem.

111
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Information Services

On request, the SAC conducts speclal
analysis and offers an extensive library
loan program. In 1991, the SAC dis-
tributed over 10,000 publications, analysis
and library materials.

Juvenile Offenders

At the request of the juvenlle corrections
group, the SAC compared male and fe-
male corrections clients. This analysis
was used in determining how female cor-
rections clients differ in need from their
male counterparts.

Monitor Corrections Crowding

The SAC worked with Minnesota House
Research and Minnesota Sentencing
Guidelines to create a report on correc-
tions crowding in Minnssota. This report
is being used by the Legislature and
palicymakers. The repart covers the ex-
tent of corrections crowding, corrections
projections, and measures taken to ad-
dress corrections crowding.

The Statistical Analysis Center also as-
sisted local agencles with corrections
crowding problems.

Monitored Criminal Justice Leglslation

The SAC covered hearings and reviewed
criminal justice legislation to help inform
the Governor on criminal justice policy.
At the request of the Legislature the SAC
also testified on criminal justice issues.

Nationai Drug Consortium

The SAC Is invelved with three projects
for the National Drug Consortium: (1) drug
offender processing; (2) effectiveness of
narcotic task forces; and (3) effectiveness
of crime laboratory processing.

Offender-Based Transaction Statlstics
Manual

A 115-page manual was created that
describes Minnesota's Offender-Based
Transaction Statistics (OBTS), where
OBTS originated, limitations of OBTS,
uses of OBTS, and variables in OBTS.
This Is the only database In Minnesota
that is able to track offenders from time
of arrest through time of court disposition.

Participate on Advisory Committeses

The Statistical Analysis Center was a
member of several committees in 1991:
« Alcohol Safety Task Force

« Ctiminal Justice Data Systems

« DWi Task Force

« Facilities Assessment Work Group

« Minnesota Epldemiology Work Group
« Treatment Needs of Offenders In Local
Correction Facilities.

State Drug Strategy

The SAC worked closely with the Min-
nesota Office of Drug Pollcy to produce
analysls that helped determine Minneso-
ta's needs in fighting the "drug war." The
State drug strategy was released January
1, 1991, and was the Inspiration of new
legislation for fighting the drug war in
Minnesota.

Updated Databases

The SAC continuses to update and im-
prove its statewide database. The SAC
now has 1989 data for the Criminal His-
tory File, Juvenile Court Statistics, OBTS,
and UCR.

Verification of Criminal History File

The SAC —

« ran a data accuracy test on Minnssota's
official criminal history file and discovered
that 25% of the cases were missing
(mostly Gross Misdemsanor DWI| of-
tenses);

» tostified before the Legislature on these
findings;

« worked with an interagency task force
to resolve problem;

« helped Minnesota's Bureau of Criminal
Apprehension apply for a Federal grant to
Improve data reporting.

Victims

Using OBTS, victim information covering
the period 1985-1988 (the mast current
years in OBTS) was collected for a pre-
sentation.

Mississippl

The Mississippl Statistical Analysis Center
(SAC) Is & unit of the Department of Pub-
lic Safety, Division of Pubiic Safety Plan-
ning. The SAC serves as a clearinghouse
for criminal justice information and statis-
tics in the State. To assist in this activity,
the SAC malintains a file of statistical re-
ports, criminal justice newsletters, and
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other publications from numerous Federal
and State agencles, The SAC also main-
tains a list of names, addresses, and tele-
phone numbers of various criminal justice
sources for appropriate referrals.

The SAC also provides analytic support
to the Office of Justice Programs and the
Board on Law Enforcement Officer Stan-
dards and Training. Assistance in data
colisction and analysis, needs assess-
ment, and records management has been
provided on a regular basis. in conduct-
ing its activities, the SAC tries to maintain
a close working relationship with BJS,
many other national criminal justice asso-
clations, and Stats and local agencies.

Missouri

The Missouri Statlstical Analysls Center
(SAC) is a unit within the Missouri State
Highway Patrol under the Departnient of
Public Safety and was designed to pro-
vide research and statistical services in
the areas of traffic safety and criminal
Justice.

From October 1, 1990, through Septem-
ber 30, 1891, major accomplishments of
the SAC are summarized below:

« The SAC developed and published a set
of standard reports designed to assist
public officials in identifying and address-
ing traffic safety and criminal justice prob-
lems which confront the State. The SAC
produced and disseminated the following
major publications to Federal, State, and
local authorities: 1989 Missouri Crime and
Arrest Digest, 1989 Missouri Law Enforce-
ment Employment and Assault Report,
and 7990 Missouri Traffic Safety Com-
pendium.

« The Urban Research Institute, Unlversity
of Louisville, a consultant under contract
to the SAC, conducted a criminal justice
public opinion and crime victimization sur-
vey in Missouri. A report entitled, Public
Opinions on and Perceptions of Drugs
and Crime in Missouri was published as a
result of this study, This report was pub-
lished as two separate documents. One
was a summary of findings and the other
was the final report.

« The SAC completed a report entitled
1990 Missouri Emergency Service Vehlicle
Accident Report. This report describes
the magnitude, severity, and characteris-
tics of emergency service vehicles in-
volved in traffic accidents In Missouri.

» The SAC produced 291 traffic safety and
criminal justice related studies and/or re-
ports as well as pracessed 22 SAC library
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publication requests for Federal, State,
and local authorities. Criminal justice re-
lated studies included analysis of crims,
arrest, and other criminal justice data to
assist with drafting and evaluating legisla-
tion, developing criminal justice policles
and programs, and evaluating existing
criminal justice programs,

« The SAC anhanced existing State main-
tained criminal justice and traffic safety in-
formation systems to Increase thelr capa-
bilities for providing management orlented
and/or statistical reports for ctriminal jus-
tice and traffic safety authorities. Informa-
tion systems affected were: Missouri
statewide Traffic Accident Records Sys-
tem, MULES Missing Person System, Of-
fender Management Information System,
Missouri Criminal History Records Sys-
tem, Missourl Prosecutor Information
Case-Management System, and TRAN-
SYT-7F Signal Synchronization System.

Montana

The Montana Board of Crime Control is
the planning agency for the Montana
State Department of Justice. The Statlsti-
cal Analysis Center (SAC) was re-estab-
lished within the Board by executive order
in 1991,

The Board of Crime Contro! compiles and
maintains several databases. Chief
among them Iinclude —

« the Montana Uniform Crime Reports
(MUCR) Program — a modified incident-
based reporting program

» the Montana Juvenile Probation Informa-
tion System (JPIS)

« the Montana Peace Officer Standards
and Training (POST) Register.

Much of the past year was devoted to
converting the MUCR system to a NIBRS
compatible system which also could serve
as a management information system for
agencies participating in the program.
Implementation of this system began in
February 1991.

Each year, the Montana Board of Crime
Control publishes Its annual report, Crime
in Montana, which presents the most re-
cent year's basic crime statistics using
data from MUCR and JPIS. In addition, in
1991 the staff produced a serias of statis-
tical monographs highlighting selected
subjects dealing with the ctiminal justice
system including —

« Local Law Enforcement Manpower in
Montana 1991

o The 1991 Drug Survey —Attitudes of
Montanans Toward the Drug Problem
in the State

« Annual Report of the Montana Crime
Vietim's Unit

» MUCR/NIBARS —A Management Infor-
mation System for Local Agencies.

In addition, the Montana SAC responded
to over 200 requests for statistical Infor-
mation from the Leglslature, government
officials, the media, and the public.

Nebraska

The Nebraska Commission on Law En-
forcement and Criminal Justice (Crime
Commission) performs several functions
in the State, one of which Is the operation
of the Statistical Analysis Center (SAC).
The Nebraska SAC —

« responds to data requests

« provides technical support to local law
enforcement agencies

» collects and disseminates data related to
the criminal justice system and grant pro-
grams.

Offander-Based Transaction Statistics
(OBTS)

OBTS tracks a felony offender through
the Nebraska criminal justice system, ful-
filling the urgent need for comprehensive
and detalled information about what hap-
pens between arrest and final disposition.
An OBTS record consists of selected
facts about an arrested offender and ac-
tions taken by the police, prosecutors, and
courts. The sum of these activities for all
adult offenders handled by the States can
provide a natlonal as well as statewide de-
scription of the administration of adult
criminal justice in terms of the flow of of-
fenders through the system and the inter-
vals between various events.

Jail Population Report

The SAC produces a report on jail popula-
tion with the Jall Standards Division. The
Nebraska Jall population report presents
data on persons held in local jails In Ne-
braska and summary statistics for the
Omaha City Jail, Douglas County Correc-
tions, and Lancaster County Corrections.
Data Is aggregated statewide and avail-
able by facility.

The data from local jails provide detailed
statistics on the flow of inmates through
the jail and demographics of those con-
fined. The data cover jail use on State
and local jail-specific levels, However,

because inmates held In Douglas and
Lancaster Counties represent almost half
the total number of inmates confined in
Nebraska jails at any given time, but are
not included In this report, the statewide
statistics reflect only the characteristics of
the jail population outside these metropoli-
tan areas. This Information also Is used
to monltor the detention of juveniles in the
State's secure facilities.

Juvenile Court Report

The flow of Juvenites through the judiclal
system Is documented In the juvenile
court report, which summarizes data re-
ported to the SAC for cases reaching dis-
position. For each case, the courts sub-
mit a farm describing reasons for and
sources of referral, processing time, de-
mographics, and related information. The
forms allow the courts and others to com-
pare juvenile disposition data statewlde as
wall as by county.

Crime Commission News/stter

A monthly newsletter Is published and
sent to 700 agencies/persons in the crimi-
nal justice system. The newsletter fea-
tures aspects of the Crime Commission,
including ~—

« films and videos available from the
film/video library

« publications available from the clearing-
house library

« Federal/State grant information

« In-service jail bulletin.

Computsr Assistance

Tha SAC provides computer assistance to
law enforcement agencies on request.
Such assistance ranges from simple to
complex systems, including software and
hardware applications. Technical assis-
tance is provided for agency use as well
as any requirea data submission. Com-
puter support for the Nebraska Law En-
forcement Training Center Is also pro-
vided.

Clearinghouse Library

The SAC operates a library that serves as
a central repository of all criminal justice
publications available to the Crime Com-
mission. All materials in the library are
avallable for loan. The library also serves
as a point of contact and information ex-
change between State and local criminal
justice agencles and Federal resources.
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Drug Profects

The Crime Commission Administers the
Anti-Drug Abuse monies through which
the SAC is involved in data collection for
grant monitoring as well as in conjunction
with assessment and evaluation. This
has resulted in two drug-related publica-
tions: Citizen Attitude Survey on Drugs
and Drug Control and Multi-jurisdictional
Drug Task Forces in Nebraska.

New Hampshire

The New Hampshire Statistical Analysis
Center (SAC) is responsible for the dis-
semination of data ¢oncerning the State's
criminal justice system. The SAC also as-
sists the Office of the Attoriiey General in
implementing all programs funded by the
Comprehensive Crime Control Act of
1984 and Anti-Drug Abuse Acts of 1986
and 1988. In March 1985, the Governor
designated the Office of the Attorney
General as the responsible agency for
administering the Federal funds recelved
under the Act,

During FY 1991, the offlce awarded 55
subgrants in the Drug Control and System
improvement Program. During this time,
the office awarded 19 subgrants under the
Victims of Crime Act.

The SAC has updated inhouse reports
including homicides, drugs in New
Hampshire — 1980-89, DWI plea bargain-
Ing, white collar crime arrests (fraud,
forgery, and embezzlement), and arrests
for weapons violations.

The New Hampshire SAC continued activ-
ities designed to analyze the extent, type,
and impact of crime in the State to sup-
port and examine programs intended to
deter crime and to secure useful informa-
tion from all elements of the criminal jus-
tice system. The SAC continuses to pro-
vide inhouse computer assistance to all
the Bureaus within the Attornsy General's
Office in the form of analysis and pro-
gramming. Additionally, the SAC has pro-
vided technical assistance and information
to State agencies as well as public and
private entities to assist in their decision-
making process.

New Jersey

During 1991, the Data Analysis Center
continued to produce data utilized for on-
going, long-term research and svaluation
sfforts. Examples of the type of data ex-
tracted by the Data Analysis Center and
how such data wers utilized are —

« drug arrest data were extracted in an
attempt to isolate reasons for decreases
in these arrests

» quanterly reports pertaining to the num-
ber of defendants charged with specific
drug related offenses providing arrest in-
formation by county and type of arresting
agency

- generation of information used to im-
prove prison population projections.

In addition, the Data Analysis Center ex-
tracted data as requested by members of
the State Legislature and other State
agencies.

The Data Analysis Center continued to
work closely with efforts to redesign
Promis/Gavsl, the Computerized Criminal
History and the development of incldent-
based uniform crime data.

New Mexico

The New Mexico Criminal Justice Statisti-
cal Analysis Center (SAC) began opera-
tion in June 1988 with an Executive order
from the Governor. The SAC has been
given the following focus —

« provide data and technical assistance to
criminal justice planners

« improve the quality and usefulness of
statistical research and planning by crimi-
nal justice agencles

« Increase communication among State
criminal justice agencies with regard to
common issues of research and analysls.

The location of the SAC in a university en-
vironment has the important advantage of
keeplng a relatively neutral political arena.
The organization of the SAC involves a
unique collaboration between the State's
criminal justice community and the Uni-
versity of New Mexico (UNM). The SAC
is operated by the Institute for Social Re-
search at UNM and reports directly to the
University administration. Afthough the
daily operation of the SAC is the responsi-
bility of the Director, its major projects and
overall direction are determined by a
steering committes composed of 12 criml-
nal justice professionals and State legisla-
tors. These representatives have been
drawn from the major parts of the criminal

lI-14 State Justice Sourcebook of Statistics and Research

Justice system. SAC projects for the 1991
period include those discussed below.

Offender-Based Transaction Statistics

In August 1989 the SAC began to work
on Offender-Based Transaction Statistics
(OBTS). An OBTS steering committee
was created and staff was assembled to
reviaw OBTS systems from other States
and New Mexico's current data capabili-
tles. The SAC has initiated OBTS pro-
|scts in Bernalillo, Lincoln, Otere, Curry,
and Roosevelt Counties, and Is seeking
State funds for the long-term operation
of OBTS. Arrest data has been secured
from the Albuguerque Police Department
and other law enforcement agencies in
Bernalillo County and Is now being exam-
Ined in conjunction with data on same
case dispositions from the Bernalillo
County District Attorney to provide com-
prehensive processing statistics for the
years 1989 and 1990. The SAC will pre-
pare and circulate the repart in mid-1992,

Compatison of Dispute Resolutlon and
Adjudication

The SAC is working with the Bernalillo
County Municipal Courts and the Univer-
sity of New Mexico Law School on a pro-
ject comparing cases being processed by
the municipal courts through sither adjudi-
cation or mediation. The SAC has been
assisting the courts with the construction
of interview Instruments, the collection of
data, and the creation of computer files to
analyze the data. The SAC will assist the
courts with data analysis and the prepara-
tion of afinal report which will be pub-
lished and circulated In 1992.

SAC Newsietter

To maintain good communication between
the SAC and other State agencies, the
SAC began producing a newsletter during
the second year of operation. This news-
letter has besn well recelved. The news-
letter focuses on recent SAC activities,
planned SAC projects, national informa-
tion from the Bureau of Justice Statistics
which may be of local interest, and gen-
eral criminal justice news.

DWI Legislation and Media Coverage
of DWI Issues

During 1991, the SAC examined the reia-
tionship between publicity of DWI issues
and actual events Involving drinking and

. driving. Data on alcohol-related acclidents

and newspaper media coverage on drink-
ing and driving issues have bsen collected
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in Arizona for a 7-year peried surrounding
the implementation of tougher drunk-
driving legislation, and the SAC plans to
coliect similar data for New Mexico. The
two States share several common fea-
tures which allow for a comparison analy-
sls, Both States are dominated by a large
and centrally located city, Morning and
evening newspapers are distributed
statewide. The Statss are characterized
by a large, thinly populatsd area. Further,
they have greatly expanded their drinking
and driving laws in recent years, By ax-
amining all newspaper articles relating to
drinking and driving issues and informa-
tion on alcohol-related accldents, the SAC
can assess the impact of such media cov-
erage on drinking and driving leglslation
and behavior,

Family Structure and Delinquency

The SAC will initiate a study on a problem
that has been the subject of comparatively
little research in New Mexico. The first
objective is to provide reliable estimates of
the frequency and incidence of selected
types of delinquent behavior for a sample
of adolescents, In addition, the SAC
plans to explore the variations in delin-
quent behavior by gender, soclal class,
and ethnicity. The SAC is designing a
self-report questionnaire survey that mea-
suras the soclo-demographic characteris-
tics of adolescents and thelr participation
in selectad types of delinquency (e.g.,
theft, vandalism, fighting). This survey wiil
be administered to a sample of adoles-
cents through the public school system.
The final report will be prepared in 1992
and will report informaton on the general
characteristics of the sample and the fre-
quency and incidencs of delinquent be-
havior. The report will be distributed to the
participating school system(s), the New
Maxico Youth Autharity, and other crimi-
nal justice professionals.

Summer Conference

The fourth annual summer conference for
criminal justice professionals, cospon-
sored by the SAC, was held at the UNM
in August 1991, Workshops included
gangs and cults, electronic monitoring, In-
cident-based reporting, stress manage-
ment, drugs and violencas in the work-
place, children's safehouses, anti-terror-
ism, and alternative sentencing. Approxi-
mately 100 people attended representing
all parts of the criminal justice system.

New York

The New York State Division of Criminal
Justice Services (DCJS) Is responsible for
a broad rangs of information services and
policy support activities in New York
State. Through its Commissioner, who
also serves as the Governor's cabinet-
level Director of Criminal Justice, the Divi-
slon seeks to increase the overall effec-
tiveness of the criminal justice system in
New York State accomplished through —
« the Office of Identification and Data
Systems which maintains criminal history
records and other aperational data sys-
tems

« the Bureau for Municipal Police which
provides training to police officers and
coordinates programs on highway safety,
crime prevention, and arson awareness

« the Office of Funding and Program As-
sistance which monitors and evaluates
local criminal justice programs and dis-
burses State and Fedsral funds io locali-
ties on behalf of the Crime Control Plan-
ning Board

» the Office of Justice Systems Analysis
(OJSA), the policy-oriented research and
statistical arm of the agency, which per-
forms many of the functions of tha Statls-
tical Analysis Center (SAC) for New York
State.

The OJSA's mission s to advise and
assist the Governor and the Director of
Crimlnal Justice In developing policles,
plans, and programs for Improving the
criminal justice system. OJSA conducts
empirical research to test assumptions
that are central to the development of
criminal justice policy, pravides policy
analyslis, and monitors the legislative pro-
cess. OJSA also is responsible for de-
signing, maintaining, and coordinating sta-
tistical data systems In the agency and for
disseminating statistical information on
crime, offenders, and the administration
of justice in New York State.

The Office continues to address the

needs of State and local officials by updat-
ing the Directory of New York State Crimi-
nal Justice Agencies. The dirsctory pro-
ject is funded by BJS as part of the SAC
Information Network Program.

In 1991 the Office continued its Offend-
er-Based Transaction Statistics (OBTS)
program. The Office houses one of the
most sophisticated OBTS case-tracking
systems in the country for felonies and
misdemeanors. During 1991, OBTS data
were used to respond to approximately
350 requests for criminal justice data from
requestors including the Governor's office,

the State Leglslature, prosecutors, the
media, and academic researchers. OBTS
data are also used in several analyses of
criminal justice processing in New York.
The Office participates in the Justice Re-
search and Statistics Assoclation Drug
Consortium project and provides OBTS
data on the processing of drug offenders
to aid in the assessment of the State's
drug control strategy. OBTS data were
also the source of information for the bul-
letin Criminal Justice Trends In New York
State: 1966-1990.

Several new publication series were initi-
ated in the last year. The Criminal Justice
Indicators bulletins serve to inform practi-
tioners and the public about the most rs-
cent trends in crimes reported, arrests,
and indictments. The Data Abstract se-
ries highlights important research findings
In the work of other agencies and most re-
cently summarized the data presented in
the National Institute of Justice Drug Use
Forecasting (DUF) Annual Report.

In 1984 the State Leglslature mandated
the creation of a Missing Children Regis-
ter and in 1985 created a Missing Chil-
dren's Clearinghouse in the Division.
OJSA accepted responsibility for present-
ing policy-analytic data derived from the
register. OJSA annually produces a joint
report with the Missing and Expleited Chil-
dren Clearinghouse that detalls Register
and Clearinghouse activities during the
previous year. Through statistical sum-
maries, the report describes the number
and characteristics of children reported
missing during the year, as well as the na-
ture of the circumstances surrounding a
child's disappearance and the method of
recovery for cases that were closed.

The Office maintains a law enforcement
personne| data system amplifying upon
the FBI's standard agency personnel re-
port. Among other things, this system
provides the State with salary ranges as
well as data on the rank, gender, and race
composition of police and sheriff agency
personnel.

Pursuant to section 420.10 of the Criminal
Procedure Law, the Office continues {o
compile and review information on the
number of restitution orders issued/satis-
fled and amounts ordersd/collected in
New York State as well as the types of
crime for which restitution was ordered.

Office research staff have continued thelr
Research Note series with the publication
of a short report on the sensitivity of
prison population projections to informa-
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tion about the size of the pradicate pool —
that is, the population of persons with
prior felony convictions at risk of rearrest
and prosecutlon as predicate felons. The
publication is one of a continuing serles
of reports examining the impact of differ-
entlal treatment of predicates In the
State's criminal justice system. The find-
Ings of this work suggest that recent
increases In felony drug arrests and con-
victions wilt generate future Increases

in convictlons of predicate offenders, and
that the prison population will continue to
Increase throughout most of the 1990's,
even if the total number of felony arrests
begins to decline. Other Research Notes
completed by Office staff included a
report on case backlogs and trends in
raecidivism among offenders sentenced

to praobation during the 1980's.

Research staff are also continuing a se-
rles of monographs examining the contri-
bution of post-arrest processing decislons
to the disparity in the racial composition of
the States's Jail and prison populations,

The ressarch findings revealed that even
after controlling for a prior record, the type
and seriousness of the instant offenss,
and the differences among jurisdictions:
(1) the probability of incarceration given
arrest was significantly greater for minori-
ties than for whites; (2) disparities existed
in the processing of both felony and mis-
demeanor arrests; (3) because of largs
differences in overall severlty among
counties, analyses of statewide totals
mask the significant disparities found In
almost every county; and (4) eliminating
disparity from post-arrest processing
would have a negligible impact on the
racial composition of the State prison pop-
ulation but might have some Impact on
the composition of the local jail population:

The most recant disparity report examined
specific decislon paints in misdemeanor
processing to locate the sources of the
overall disparity documesnted in the pre-
vious study. The largest and most
consistent disparities involved sentencing
decisions, Analyses conducted to date
suggest that these disparities are only
partially due to differences in economic
status between whites and minorities. A
detalled analysis of disparity at specific
decision points in felnny processing is cur-
rently in progress.

During 1990-1991, the Uniform Crime Re-
porting (UCR) Redesign Project continued
with funding support from BJS. Major ac-
complishments during this period included
the issuance In April 1991 of a revised

edition of the Volume 1: Data Capture
Specifications and the Initial publication of
Volume 2: Data Transmission Specifica-
tlons for the New York Stats Incident-
Based Unliform Crime Reporting System
(NYSIBR). During this period the process
of analysis, programming, and testing was
begun to support NYSIBR at the State
level. An overview of the system struc-
ture Is contalned In the System Develop-
ment Plan for NYSIBR. In Aprll 1991, an
RFP was released to solicit local agency
test sites for NYSIBR implementation. In
August 1991, the Office announced the
selection of six test sites and allocated ap-
proximately $113,000 in BJS funds to
suppart this testing effort. Staff continue
to be involved in other DCJS projects
which affect NYSIBR including develop-
ment of the SPECTRUM Justice System
by Division staff, SPECTRUM Is a PC-
based police management scftware pack-
age that will meet NYSIBR reporting re-
quirements and produce NYSIBR format-
ted data. It will be available fres of charge
tcl) New York State law enforcoment agen-
cles.

As part of New York's effort to. understand
and respond to hate- or bias-ralated vio-
lence, the Office implemented a Blas-
Crime Incident Reporting Program
(BCIRP). A statewids training conference
for police and prosecutors was held in
early 1989 with BJS support. Since this
conference, over 100 new agencies joined
the reporting system. The program main-
tains a database capable of recelving,
processing, and analyzing reports from
law enforcement agencies in the State.
The Office jointly established, with the
Division's Bureau for Municipal Palice, a
data reporting training program and Is
involved with the operational training of
law enforcement personnel in identifying,
investigating, classifying, and reporting
bias-related crime.  In a continued effort
to recruit the remaining law enforcement
agencies in the State to the program, the
Office has produced a report from BCIRP.
The report published in 1991, covered
data reported to the program in 1990. It
was distributed to law enforcement agen-
cles, the Legislature, and the media.

In 1990 the Office, through BJS funding,
began its New York State Environmental
Offending project. This project, which
continued through 1991, examined the
various systems used to prosecute envi-
ranmental offenses related to hazardous,
medical, and solid waste as well as the
kinds of data that are available. The SAC
produced resourze materials to enhance
standardization in the reporting of these
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offenses Including a summary of Environ-
mental Consarvation Laws and a dictio-
nary of tarms related to the topic. The
criminal/civil administrative Justice system
tesponses to these types of offenses will
also bs examined.,

At the request of Governor Cuomo, the
Office undertook the Juvenile Justice Pro-
cessing Study. This project providea
policymakers, practitioners, and youth ad-
vocacy groups with information needed to
evaluate existing laws, policles, and prac-
tices In New York State. Volume / de-
scribes juvenile delinguency case pro-
cessing from arrest through disposition

in New York City and six other counties
across the State. Volume Il examines
information policy regarding juvenile delin-
quency records. Among the issues exam-
Ined are the sealing and expunging of
records, adult court access to records,
and the fingerprinting and photographing
of juvenile delinquents. The study found
that police agencies, probation depart-
ments, prosecutors, and judges have
broad discretion in dealing with dslin-
guency casss in a system characterized
by little practical statutory guidance. Fur-
thermore, restricted access to information
on oftenders under 16 years of age
makes It difficult for both policymakers
and practitioners to ascertain If the nesds
of the juveniles and the community are
offectively met.

The 1989 Report of Crime and the Elderly
devotes considerable discussion to the
types of crime problems faced by the
elderly. This report Is based on a review
of the significant literature on the subject,
and polnts to the importance of local re-
sponses to the problem. The efforts of in-
dividual local programs are presented in
the report, as well as those implemented
on a statewide basis. Together, they
demonstrate the significant ways the com-
munity is addressing the problem of ctime
and the elderly. The report concludes
with recommendatlons to strengthen ties
amang public, legal, and soclal agencies;
State and local governments; and not-for-
profit groups.

A Public Policy Report series was initiated
as a vehicle to stimulate discussion and
action on criminal justice issues of rele-
vancse to New York.

The Report, Prevention of Drug Use
Among Adolescents, examines current
prevention programs in terms of their link-
ages with control and differential associa-
tion theories. It concludes that main-
stream prevention efforts focusing on
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peer relations may discourage drug
experimentation and soclal use. Mors
targsted programs grounded in control
theory may be more successful in reduc-
ing progression to more committed drug
use.

Treating housing projects as communities,
the Community Youth Forum policy paper
presents a ctime prevention and reduction
strategy for youth in this type of setting.
Successfully addressing the problem of
youth crime In public housing will require
teamwork among the local police, family
cotirt, public housing management, resi-
dents, and the surrounding community.

In preparation for the Governor's Law
Enforcement Forum, staff provided sup-
port to five working groups. The working
groups were established to develop sug-
gestions for future Initiatives in the areas
of law enforcement, prosecution, commu-
nity corractions, Incarceration and pcst-
release supervision, and juvenile Justice.
The groups Included representatives from
State and local government, academi-
clans, and others actively involved in
these areas. Each group worked to de-
fine the key problems that must be con-
fronted and to produce proposals to im-
provs our criminal and juvenile justice
systems.

The Office continuss the routine produc-
tion of policy papers on a range of issues
to inform the Director of Criminal Justice
and the State Division of the Budget on
critical decisions.

North Carolina

The North Carolina Criminal Justice Anal-
ysis Center is within the Governor's Crime
Commission Division of the Department of
Crime Control and Public Safety. It pro-
vides analysis and research assistance to
the Crime Commission for developing
criminal justice policy recommendations
for the Department Secretary and the
Governor. It also serves as a primary re-
source for data and informatlon on crime
and the criminal justice system In North
Carolina.

During Federal FY 1991, the Center com-
pleted its work with the Mental Health
Study Commission (MHSC) of the North
Carolina General Assambly In assessing
the interaction between the mental health
system and local jails. Following the com-
pletion of its study, the MHSC subcommiit-
tee on Mental Health, Mental Retardation,
and Substance Abuse Services to Jalls

proposed several recommendations which
were subsequently approved by the Gen-
eral Assembly:
1) Identify mentally ill, mentally retarded,
and/or substance abusing offenders and
target them for services through the
local continuum of care
2) promote the development and imple-
mentation of mental health, mental retar-
dation, and substance abuse services
(MH, MR, and SAS) to divert certain of-
fenders from the criminal justice system
at the earliest point
3) promote the development and Imple-
mentation of an array of services to in-
carcerated Jall inmates
4) authorize and assign responsibility to
appropriate State and local agencles to
develop and implement plans to provide
MH, MR, and SAS to offendesrs
5) create and Improve tralning and
cross-tralning for law enforcament offi-
cers, court officlals, jallers, and mental
health staff In handling offenders who
ara mentally ill, mentally retarded, and/or
substance abusers,

Staff of the Analysis Center also provided
technical assistance to the Division of Vic-
tim and Justice Services in the assess-
ment of its Community Service Parole
Program and its Community Penalty pro-
Jects. The Center provided a compilation
and analysis of information on the Inmatas
that had been paroled to community ser-
vice and the likelihood of thelr successful
completion of the program. The resuits of
this study Indicated that once the number
of hours of community service to be per-
formed reached 200, the probability of
success declined significantly, and in-
creasingly so, as the number of hours
increased. Howsever, offenders who were
admitted to prison for drug related of-
fenses were the most likely to success-
fully complete theilr community service,
sven when the number of hours of com-
munity service to be performed exceeded
200 hours.

An analysis of the recidivism patterns of
individuals admitted to the Community
Penalty (CP) programs across the State
was also conducted by the Analysls Cen-
ter. The recidivism study entailed the
merging of records from the CP programs
with the arrest/fingerprint records main-
tained in the Computerized Criminal His-
tory (CCH) file at the SBI. The rearrest
rates for the CP clients were contrasted
with a sample of inmates with a similar of-
fense profile who had been sentenced to
prison and subsequently released. The
overall recidivism pattern of the Commu-
nity Penalty "clients" was found to be
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higher than that of similar offenders who
had been sentenced to prison.

During Spring 1991, the Analysis Center
prepared a report on the dramatic rise in
reported violent crime in North Carolina.
This report was presented to the Gover-
nor's Crime Commission in May and to a
statewlde conference of multijurisdictional
drug task forces in June, Attendance at
the June conference Includsd representa-
tives from several southeastern States,
officials from the Bureau of Justice Assls-
tance, and the U.S. Assistant Attorney
General, JImmy Gurulé.

The Analysis Genter subsequently ex-
panded the assessment of violent crime to
cover the entire southeastern region of
the country. This report was presented to
a planning conference held in Wilmington,
North Carolina. Attendance at that con-
ference included representatives from ali
14 Southeastern States and the territorles
of Puerto Rico and the Virgin Islands. As
a result of the statewide conference, the
Analysis Center and the Ctime Commis-
slon have initiated a detailed assessment
of violent ctime in North Carolina, and are
coordinating a reglonal assessment by all
14 States and the territories. The assess-
ment results will be presented to the
Southeast Reglonal Conference on Vio-
lent Crime hosted by Governor Martin and
held in Charloite on July 7th and 8th. At
that regional conference the Governors
from all 14 States and the territories will
be invited to participate in the assessment
of violent crime and in the development of
coordinated violence reduction strategies.

North Dakota

The North Dakota Statistical Analysis
Center (SAC) Is a section within the
Bureau of Criminal Investigation of the Of-
fice of the Attornay General, which is des-
ignated as the Information Services Sec-
tion. It serves as a clearinghousse for
criminal justice information and as a
source of technical assistance for criminal
justice agencies regarding information
systems.

North Dakota Incident-Based Reporting
(NDIBR)

The SAC has development and manage-
ment responsibilities for the North Dakota
Incident-Based Reporting/Jniform Crime
Reporting program which collects stan-
dard Incident data from all county sheriffs'
departments and most city police depart-
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ments In the State. Automation has been
emphasized and encouraged In this sys-
tem, and the State program has prepared
NDIBR PC software pragram which is pro-
vided to all program participants. All incl-
dent report materials, as well as training in
thelr use, are pravided by the State pro-
gram. Standard Incldent reporting and in-
teragency information compatibility, which
is a stated goal of North Dakota law en-
forcement agencles, Is baing achleved
rapldly using NDIBR as & catalyst.

Jail Information System

Since 1977, the State has collected infor-
matlon on Incarcerations from the approxi-
mately 40 local corrections centers in the
State. This collection system accumu-
lates data on the majority of incarcera-
tlons In local jails with the exception of
|alls operated on Indian reservations. In-
carceration information aliows the SAC to
moniior the nature and extent of the use
of all local Jalls, provide local governments
with data useful for creating staffing plans
and in budgset preparation, and plan for
remodeling of old jall structures and the
construction of new jails. Incarceration
informatlon also allows all levels of
government to stay informed on the
measured impact of sentencing on incar-
ceration resources and the level of
involvement of juvenlles In adult facilities.

Juvenile Detention Record System

in FY 1990 a new system was developed
to collect detention data from all correc-
tional, detention, and attendant care facili-
ties that would hold juveniles In North
Dakota, This system is a cooperative ef-
fort between the Department of Correc-
tions, Juvenile Services Division, and the
Office of the Attorney General. It was de-
signed to expand collection beyond the
corractional facilities that were already
contributing data through the Jail informa-
tion System to emphasize the differences
between juvenile detention and adult cor-
rections, and capture previously elusive
data regarding changing status during a
single detention event.

Publications

Tha SAC publishes annual reports includ-
Ing Crime in North Dakota, Correctional
Facilities Report, Detention of Juveniles,
Arrests and Incarcerations for DUI, Law
Enforcement Officers Assaulted, Homi-
cides in North Dakota. lt periodically un-
dertakes special research projects to
address current relevant issues and en-
gages in cooperative endeavors with

Independent researchers and university
faculty and students in many of these pro-
Jects. Hundreds of requests for statistical
and other criminal justice Information are
received every year, and often this infor-
matlon |s assembled In speclal reports
that are also published.

Ohio

The Statistical Analysis Center (SAC) in
Ohio is the Bureau of Resaarch and
Statistics within the Governor's Office of
Criminal Justice Services (GOCJS).

Since its reorganization In June 1978, the
Ohlo SAC has undertaken 17 major re-
search projects, published 34 reports, and
responded to over 2,500 (122 during Fed-
oral FY 1991) requests for information.
Currently, the SAC operates with a full-
time staif of five. It Is probable that a
sixth person will be added in 1992 in the
area of data systems development coordi-
natlon,

Data Systems Coordination

By September 1991, the SAC was in-
volved In the development or support of
six Information systems projects with
statewlde Implications. Several of these
projects were funded by the parent offics,
GOCJS. The SAC Is spearheading an ef-
fort to create a data systems coordination
committes, to be jointly appointed by the
Lieutenant-Governor (whe directs the
criminal justice cluster in the Executive
Branch) and the Attorney General. The
committee will monitor the growing numi-
ber of data systems to encourage com-
patibility and movement toward a unified
system. Itis envisioned that this commit-
tee will also provide a context for making
decisions on the use of Ohio's 5%-set-
aside monies.

Criminal History Records Imprevement
(CHRI)

During the spring of 1991, the SAC wrote
a CHRI application to the Bureau of Jus-
tice Statistics (BJS) on behalf of the Attor-
ney Genaral's Office. The grant was
awarded by BJS in September. The CHRI
grant will fund a needs assessment and
system audit for the Computerized Crimi-
nal Histories program, reduce backlogged
disposition reports, and support the devel-
opment of an automated reporting pro-
gram in Cuyahoga County. The SAC Is
also closely monitoring GOCJS grants to
develop information systems within sher-
iffs' departments and prosecuting attor-
neys' offices with an eye toward linkage
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with the CHRI effort, and will play a cen-
tral role in the 5%-set-aside decisions.

Natlonal Incident-Based Reporting Sys-
tem (NIBRS)

The SAC has been directing this effort in
Ohlc for the past 5 years, during the last
two of which it has shared responsibilities
with the Attorney General's Bureau of
Criminal Identification and Investigation.
During the reporting year a users' manual
was developed, programmers worked on
the program for receiving disks and tapes,
several agencies began collecting NIBRS
data, the Incldent report form developed
by the SAC recelved increased use, the
NIBRS Advisory Board met on a regular
bagls, and plans were discussed for insti-
tutionalizing the NIBRS role at GOCJS.
Throughout the year the SAC responded
to numerous requests for materlals, tech-
nical assistance, appearances at meet-
ings, written articles, and training.

Automated Fingerprint Identification
System (AFIS)

The SAC director Is representing the Lt.
Governor on the AFIS Advisory Councll
which began In the fall of 1991 and is
asslisting in the coordination of an AFIS
planning grant awarded to the Attorney
General's Office. Also, the SAC Is provid-
Ing research assistance.

Juvenlle Data Network (JDN)

The SAC continued to provide staffing for
this project, which it inltlated In 1989, to
develop a data system for Ohio's 88 juve-
nile courts. In 1991, the Supreme Court
assumed a key role, using a GOCJS Ju-
venile Justice and Dslinquency Prevention
grant to fund a needs assessmant com-
pleted during the fall.

Drug Use Forecasting (DUF}

During 1988, the SAC played a role
among several parties in bringing a Na-
tional Institute of Justice DUF project to
Cleveland. Staff continued to maintain
close contact with the DUF project, espe-
cially its key data analysts at Clevsiand
State University. The SAC is serving as a
conduit for making DUF results known to
State officlals. During the reporting year,
four reporting cycles were completed, and
the project began including females in the
sample.
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Evaluation Research

The SAC Is primarily responsible for eval-
uation at GOCJS, but these efforts have
centered almost exclusively on anti-drug
abuse projects. In the fall of 1991, staff
devsloped a conceptual framework for the
GOCJS evaluation effort, as well as the
superstructure for an evaluation of six of
the State's multijurisdictional drug task
forces. Additionally, the SAC continued
Ohlo's participation In the National Drug
Consortium where it collected and re-
ported to the Justice Research and Statis-
tics Assoclation four quarters of data from
over 30 task forces, the crime lab, and
prosacution projects.

Disproportionate Confinement
of Minority Youth

Bowling Green State University was the
contractor for the Disproportionate Con-
finement of Minority Youth project. They
completed the first contract period in
June. The SAC, having oversight of the
projact grant, handled the adminlstration
of the second year contracting. By Octo-
ber 1991, most of the data collection had
been complsted at several sjtes.

Crime Victim Research

The Crime Victim research project was
funded by a Bureau of Justice Statlstics
SAC-2 grant in 1990. It expetlenced a
great daal of field actlvity during FY 91,
with many face-to-face victim interviews
complaeted. Key to the study Is ascertain-
ing the victims' sense of equity concerning
their victimizations. A final report will be

" produced in March 1992, Additionally, the
SAC complsted an analysis of 10 years of
Ohio National Crime Survey data (1980-
89).

Drug-Free Workplace Research

Durlng the late winter and early spring, the
SAC provided a key research role in
Ohie's development of a policy for a drug-
free workplace. Primarily, this research
addszssed sfforts In other States, national
and focal studies, Federal Initlatives, Na-
tional Institute on Drug Abuse Initiatives,
some case law, and development of
model policies. The SAC staff also
served on the Lt. Governor's advisory
board created to develop drug-free work-
place recommendations.

Limited Research Ventures

Between January and October 1991, the
SAC undertook several studies at the
request of the Lleutenant Governor or
GOCJS Director, In addition to those pre-
viously noted. The studies included topi-
cal areas such as: drunk driving, popula-
tlons in county Jails, DNA as a crime in-
vestigative tool, the role of prison indus-
tries, deinstitutionalization of juvenile sta-
tus offenders, and drug testing frequency
and means In Ohlo Institutions. The drunk
driving and county Jall studies involived the
collectlon and analysis of primary data.

Report on Substance Abuse in Ohlo

In the fall of 1989, the SAC completed
Ohio's first comprehensive overview of
substance abuse and its impact on crime
and justice. Understanding the Enemy:
An Informational Overview of Substance
Abuse In Ohio is a readable, 66-page
color report that puts the issue into a con-
text provided by the best avallable statisti-
cal information. The original 4,000 copy
printing proved inadequate during FY
1990, resulting in a second 2,500 copy
run. The report continues to draw wide
interest.

Law Enforcement Training Policy
Research

Four years ago the Ohlo Peace Officer
Tralning Councll revised Ohlo's entry-level
tralning currlculum, These major changes
In the training curriculum were triggered
by the SAC's massive Law Enforcement
Task Analysls Study 6 years ago. Hence-
forth, all entry-level law enforcement offi-
cers In Ohlo will receive 420 hours of
basic training, a significant increase over
tha 282 hours previously required. The
SAC Invested 2.5 years cn the Task Anal-
ysis Study, gathering over 4 million pleces
of data frorn 3,500 officers In 400 agen-
cles, atask greatly alded by a grant from
BJS. Chio training school commanders
recelved the final currlcuiums on Novem-
ber 12, 1987. The SAGC continues to pro-
vide task analysis advice and materials to
law enforcement agencles and acts as a
resource for the Ohlo Peace Officer Train-
ing Council.

Police Behavior Study

During the fall, Ohlo began work on a
major Police Behavlor Study (PBS).
Funded by a BJS grant, the PBS will be
simultaneously administered in Pennsyl-
vania, lllinols, and Ohlo as part of a re-
glonal effort In 1992, In each State, a

sample of police officers (800 in Ohio) will
be asked to rate the seriousness of be-
haviors described in serles of vignettes
and, if appropriats, to select correspond-
Ing disciplinary or other legal actions In
consequence. The Chlo study will also in-
clude a corresponding citizen attitude sur-
vey. Study completion is expected in the
fall of 1992,

Oklahoma

The Oklahoma Statistical Analysis Center
(SAC) Is known as the Oklahoma Criminal
Justice Resource Center. The SAC Is an
entity within the Oklahoma Department of
Corrections. The SAC has a legisiatively
created policy and advisory board — the
Oklahoma Criminal Justice System Task
Force. The misslon of the SAC is to in-
crease knowledge of the criminal justice
system by seeking to improve criminal
Justice Information systems, data sharing,
and data use. The SAC serves as a clear-
inghouse of criminal justice Information
and a contact point for Federal, State, and
local agencies.

The primary projects for Federal FY 1991
were — .

« support for the development of an of-
fender-based transaction statistics system
based on the State Arrest Disposition Re-
porting Systam {(ADRS), county data, and
department of corrections data

« analyze the Arrest Disposition Reporting
System to determine data quality and as-
sist the Oklahoma State Bureau of inves-
tigation In retrieving county data not within
the system

« expand the Law Enforcement Informa-
tion Network with Corrections (LINC) sys-
tem to 71 local, State, and Federal law
enforcement agencles by providing sup-
port and training for the expansion effort

« receive Federal funding to provide com-
puter hardware to 50 county sheriffs for
the LINC felony data system. This was a
joint grant project developed In coopera-
tion with the Department of Human Ser-
vices and the State Juvenlle Bureaus

« coordinate the statewids Intermediate
Sanctions/Community Service Sentencing
Conference

« produce the monthly Crime Alart publica-
tlon and distribute to the Oklahoma law
enforcement community

« participate in the National Drug Consor-
tlum data collection project by conferring
with other consortium States to set stan-
dards for collecting State information on
drug offense tracking, drug treatment, and
drug testing
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« coordinate the activitles of a State crimi-
nal justice information system task force
and provide assistance to the task force in
developing a strategy to approach the In-
tegration of Oklahoma criminal justice in-
formation systems

« provide staff support to the Cabinet
Secretary of Safsty and Securlty, Cabinet
Review Team which was examining the
possibility of unifying all State law enforce-
ment agencles

» provide support for the program evalua-
tion efforts of the District Attorney's Coun-
cll, Drug and Violent Crime Policy Board
(BJA grant distribution board)

« provide technical assistance to law en-
forcement agencies in seeking grant
funds for the development of information
systems and evaluation programs

« develop software for data reports and
juvenile profiles for the Oklahoma County
and statewide Serious Habitual Offender
Comprehenslve Action Prograin
(SHOCAP)

« serve as a member of the statewide
SHOCAP committee and provide direction
on the development of a juvenile justice
information system from which SHOCAP
data can be extracted.

Oregon

The Crime Analysis Center Is part of the
Oregon Criminal Justices Services Divi-
sion of the Oregon Executive Department.
It serves as the chlef research agency for
inquiry into criminat Justice issues in Cre-
gon. The Center's professional/technical
staff assist primarily State and local crimli-
nal justice system agencies and
policymakers. The continuing goal of the
Center |s to be an objective, independent,
and reliable source of policy relevant crim-
inal justice research data and information.

The Center also acts as llaison to the Bu-
reau of Justice Statistics (BJS), serving as
a Statistical Analysis Center (SAC) and
clearinghouse for criminal justice research
efforts involving State and Federal coordi-
nation.

The primary research functians of the
Center are to —

« design and conduct policy related re-
search and statistical studies of Interest to
criminal justice system practitioners and
policymakers

« collect, analyze, and interpret basic
criminal justice data and data sets to
reveal Important trends and patterns

« develop and maintain the collection of
selected policy-relevant criminal justice
data

« prepare and disseminate research re-
ports on crime, criminal offenders, and the
operations of the criminal justice system

« halp Improve the quality of data in estab-
lished ctiminal justice databases within the
State

« provide technical assistance related to
data analysls, statistical procedures, and
all phases of criminal justice research to
State and local agencies

« serve as an Iinformatlon center and
clearinghouse for the dissemination of
criminal justice data and documents to
government agencies and the public

« provide Oregon criminal justice system
data to BJS ‘

« design, conduct, and report the results
of evaluation research on Important crimi-
nal justice projects in Oregon.

Federally Funded Projects

Current and ongoing research projects
funded through the Bureau of Justice
Statistics (BJS) grants are summarized
below.

Criminal Justice Data Clearinghouse
and Oragon Serlous Crime Survey
(BJS-SAC-1 Grant)

The Center receives an annual SAC-1
grant from the BJS, U.S. Department of
Justice, which provides funding to condust
a serles of research projects. Further, it
enables the SAC to respond to technical
asslstance requests from criminal justice
professionals and the public in Oregon.

One major project subsumed under this
funding source involves annual Spring ad-
ministrations of the Oregon Serious Crime
Survey (OSCS). The survey, which is the
oldest continuously administered State
citizen crime survey in the United States,
Is an annual survey research project in-
volving use of a mall questionnaire that Is
completed and returned by approximately
70% of the 1,800 randomly selected citi-
zens who receive It. It provides a rich
database for research analyses based on
survey questlons in three topical areas —
« individual crime victimization data, in-
cluding a measure of citizens' reporting
and nonreporting of crime to police

« citizens' involvement in crime prevention
activities

« citizens' opinions about current criminal
justice problems and issues.

The OSCS crime victimization data also
provide a complementary measure of cer-
tain crimes occurring in Oregon and aug-
ment understanding of crime beyond that
attainable from official statistics only. The
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survey was first administered in 1978 and
Is the oldest database maintairied exclu-
sively by the Center. Results are pub-
lished in a series of research reports
which are distributed to leglislators and
other governmental officials, criminal jus-
tice agencles, representatives of the
media, and cltizens on request. In recent
years the survey has provided citizen
opinions on Issues such as Jall and prison
construction, community crime problems,
drug problems, and prioritization of law
enforcement services. The accumulated
crime survey data provide for trend analy-
ses of victimization patterns in Oregon.

During the past year the Center has pro-
duced several rasearch reports and briefs
reporting on the results of various analy-
ses of these annual OSCS data. Report
topics have included trends (since 1978)
in crime victimization rate; changing atti-
tudes about crime and the fear of crime;
use of varlous cltizen crime prevention
techniques; attitudes about drug abuse
and what to do about it; attitudes about
the use of intermediate criminal sanctions;
perceptions of drug abuse in Oregon com-
munities; and crime victimization and fear
of crime among Oregon's slderly citizens.
Other projects conducted by the Center in
FY 1981 included several "mini" research
projects arising from technical assistance
requests for data, statistics, and informa-
tion; for assistance in designing research;
and for assistance in using and analyzing
criminai justice data. Examples of these
projects include —

« assisting the Criminal Service Division in
analyzing OSCS data on the public per-
ception of drug abuse and drug crime Is-
sues; on crime victimization experisnces;
attitudes about crime prevention and po-
lice services; ideas about prioritles for
crime prevention and public services; and
perceptions of public safety and quality of
life

« providing research assistance to the
Oregon Community Children and Youth
Services Commission in assembling data,
Information, and stafistics on trends and
patterns In juvenile crime and delinquency
in Oregon -
« providing general assistance to re-
questors desiring information on FBI Uni-
form Crime Report (UCR) program statis-
tics and reported crime trends; Computer-
ized Criminal History (CCH) data; and Of-
fender-Based Transactions Statistics
(OBTS) on client flow in the criminal jus-
tice system; and data and statistics on all
aspects of criminal justice operations and
functions (Including criminal justice expen-
ditures and employment of personnel).
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BJUS/OBTS Tape Program

Oregon participated in the OBTS Tape
Program and provided 1988 disposition
year offender-based transaction statlstics
to BJS to assist in thelr research on the
processing of criminal offenders in varlous
States and the terrltories. The Center has
already used these data for inquiry Into
the State's own processing of offenders,
particularly felony offenders. Oregon's
previous particlpation in this program
ended in the early 1980's,

Victim Cost Study (BJS SAC-2 Program)

This project began in FY 1990 and directly
benefited the Oregon Department of Jus-
tice in that it Is based on an analysis of
crime victims accepted (or rejected) for
compensation under the Oregon Victim's
Compensation Program administered by
the department. The research examined
data on 4,815 new ¢laim applicants pro-
cessed In FY 1989 through F3 1991.

The focus of the research was on claim
applications Involving crimes of family vio-
lence {namely physical and sexual abLsw
of children and spouse abuse) and impor-
tant compatrisons between victims of fam-
ily- and non-famlly-related crime. The re-
search questlons focus on rates of pro-
gram acceptance (and rejection) of both
types of crime victim claims.

Other statistical comparisons and ques-
tions resulted from efforts to contrast or
compare family and non-family crime vic-
tim compensation clalmants on such fac-
tors as extent of physical Injury and costs
to the victim primarily reponted for medical
treatment (and rehabliltation), psychologi-
cal counseling, and loss of Income. Also,
some attention was given to examining
changes In the type of victims served by
this program during a period of rapid
growth in clalmants and services (malnly
compensation) offered,

The Bureau of Justice Assistance/Justice
Research and Statistics Assoclatfon
National Consortium Project for Assessing
State Drug Control Strategles

This second year project was designed to
allow Oregon to participate In a national
consortium of States sharing ldeas and
collecting common data to evaluate pro-
grams and projects funded under the
Federal Anti-Drug Abuse Acts of 1986 and
1988. Under this project, Oregon has
provided data and Ideas related 1o correc-
tional treatment programs funded with
Anti-Drug Abuse Act funds —especially

those based on the ISP or "intensive su-
pervislon program" model.

Oregon also used the second year funds
under this program to provide quarterly
ISP data from the Multnomah County
Structured Supervision Program (an Inten-
slve supervision program for probaticners
and parolees with drug and alcohol prob-
lems) and conducted a one and cne-half
day networking conference for several
ISP projects lacated In varlous Oregon
counties which serva corrections clients
(most of whom are drug involved). The
purpose of the conference was to share
ideas and encourage individual project
participation In the Federal data collection
process, The Consortium project In Ore-
gon also supported national work on de-
veloping a typology of drug treatment pro-
grams that differ by professlonal status of
service providers, caseload size, treat-
ment environment, treatment approach,
and other factors.

Replication of the Natlonal Prosectitors
Survey In Oregon with Additional
Correlational Research

The purpose of this study is to replicate
the National Prosecutors Survey (NPS) in
Oregon using the entire population of all
felony case prosecutors In Cregon rather
than a sample. Besides a complete item-
by-ltem replication of the survey and an
attempt to eliclt a 100% response rate
from prosscutors (county district attorneys
and county deputy district attorneys), the
research will include some add-on data
collection. The additional data collected
will include workload and other felony
case data gathered from the Oregon
Judicial Information Network (OJIN},
Offender-Based Transactions Statistics
on recent felony arrests in Oregon, and
Oregon data from the 1988 National Judi-
cial Reporiing Program (espacially from
the eight largest counties in Oregon).
These data will provide important felony
case-load and offender processing statis-
tical measures to use In interpreting im-
portant varlations In responses to key
NPS questions.

Replication of the Law Enforcement Man-
agement and Administrative Statistics
Survey in Oregon with Additional Correla-
tional Research

The purpose of this project Is 1o replicate
the Law Enforcement Management and
Administrative Statistics Survey (LEMAS)
in Oregan using the entire population of
representatives (chiefs, shetiffs, and
heads) of all law enforcement agencies

in Oregon. The replication will be com-
plete in the sense of using all items from
the LEMAS questionnaires and in the
sense that an effort wlll be made to eliclt a
100% response rate. In additlon, the data
coliectlon effort will be augmentad with the
addition of State data from the Oregon
Uniform Crime Reporting Program, data
from the most recent administration of the
Board on Police Standards and Training
(BPST) Annual Personnel and Budget
Survey of Oregon Law Enforcement
Agencles, and varlous OBTS data related
to arrest dispositions, These data will pro-
vide varlous measures to use as corre-
lates in determining important variations In
rasponses to the LEMAS questions.

Technical Assistance to State and Lucal
Agencies

Over the years one of the functions of the
Center has been to provide technical as-
sistance to State and local criminal justice
agencles and organizations. The techni-
cal asslstance Is provided In a variety of
areas: statlstical analyses of criminal jus-
tice data; research and program evalua-
tlon deslgn; data form and questionnaire
design; survey design and sampling
strategies; and literature reviews. The
Center also provides technlcal assistance
involving predicting or forecasting crime
phenomena and assessing the Impac: of
current and past legislation in the criminal
justice system.

State Funded Projects

Office of Alcohol and Drug Abuse’
Programs DUI Profect

This project provided preliminary evalua-
tlon of statewide DUI education and treat-
ment programs that the Office of Alcohol
and Drug Abuse Programs currently ad-
ministers in Oregon. Two populations of
offenders are served by these programs.
They are the Diversion Program providing
alcohol education and treatment services
to Individuals currently arrested on a DUI
charge and free of any DUI arrests during
the last 10 years, and the Convicted Pro-
gram providing education and treatment
setvices to DUI offenders, most of whom
have a prior DU! conviction or have partic-
ipated In a diversion program previously,
The purpose of the research was to de-
sctibe the populations served, to profile
the DUI participants at varlous declsion
points In the treatment process, and to
determine re-offense rates of participants
as the data allow.
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Juvenile Detention Monitoring In Oregon:
A Preliminary Compliance Report

This is an annual report on juvenile deten-
tlon practices In Oregon and compliance
to the Federal detention guldelines speci-
fled In the Juvenile Justice and Delin-
quency Prevention Act of 1974, The re-
search results and recomrnendations are
submitted to the Oregon Community and
Youth Services Commission which for-
wards them to the Offlce of Juvenile Jus-
tice and Delinquency Prevention.

Evaluatfon of the Oregon Community Chil-
dren and Youth Services Commission
{OCCYSC) Funding of 11 Least Restric-
tive Community-Based Service Programs
for Status and Delinquent Offenders,

This evaluation research project was
designed to study the Impact of the
OCCYSC 3-year funding reduction policy
for 11 "least restrictive community-based
service" programs funded with FY 1987-
89 awards from the OCCYSC. The evalu-
atlon research was designed to provide
(to the extent possible) information on
both the Impact of these programs, as
well as to provide special emphasls on as-
sessing the impact of the 3-year funding
reduction policy employed In supporting
these programs.

Oregon State Police (OSP) and Traffic
Safety Commission (TSC) DUII Arrestee
Statistical Study

The purpose of this study was to assist
the OSP and TSC in conducting a statistl-
cal study of 145 DUIl offenders in three
Oregon counties (Marion, Linn, and Lane)
to determine the extent of concomitant
use of alcohol and other drugs by those
persons arrested for DUIl. The study re-
sults will be used for planning officer train-
ing related to DUI| arresting and testing
and eventually for establishing a larger
statewide study with greater policy impli-
~ations.

Other Activities

Other activities of the Center include staff
membership In and participation in activi-
ties of the State's Criminal Justice Infor-
mation System Users Group, the Correc-
tions Population Forecasting Workgroup,
and the Juvenile Department Information
Systems Advisory Group.

Pennsylvania

The Bureau of Statistics and Policy Re-
search of the Pennsyivania Commission
on Crime and Delinquency (PCCD) plays
an integral part in the agency's role of ex-
amining criminal Justice problems and
needs, researching and proposing strate-
gles, and assessing the Impact of these
strategies on components of the justice
system.

As the criminal justice Statistical Analysis
Center (SAC) for the State, the Bureau's
efforts are directed at improving criminal
justlce informatlon systems and access to
that infarmation. Its primary objective is
to provide objective, independent, and
comprehensive pollcy-relsvant information
and analyses,

The Bureau regulariy publishes reports on
correctional population projections. With
prison and Jall space so limited, accurate
projections are necessary to aid In the
management of this critical resource. The
SAC chalrs a multiagency committes re-
sponsible for producing the best possible
consensus projection of correctional popu-
lations and for developing impact analysis
essential for good correctional planning.

A detalled analysis of the projected impact
of a numbesr of mandatory drug bills on
the correctional population was also com-
pleted by the Committee.

The PCCD makes effective use of ap-
pointed task forces, advisory groups, and
planning committees composed of Com-
misslon and non-Commission members to
advise on how to address and resoive
specific justice problems in the State. The
Bureau Is often Involved in coordinating
these efforts and In conducting analysis
and research for these groups:

« The Bureau assisted the State Polics in
developing applications to the Bureau of
Justice Statistics to improve the quality of
Pennsylvania criminal history data and to
implement incident-based UCR Reporting
in Pennsylvania.

» The Bureau headed an Interagency
sffort to revlew and change the State's
Criminal History Record information Act to
Improve the automated sharing of data
among agencies while protecting Individ-
ual rights,

» The Bureau is chairing an interagency
effort to automate the record keeping
functions nf the State's county jalls. A
survey was taken to determine the nseds
of the jails and major existing jail software
packages were evaluated.
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« The Bureau chairs the Committes that Is
responsible for developing tha State's plan -
to Improve the data quality of its criminal - -
history records and to report conviction In-
formation on aliens to the Information and
Naturalization Service,

Integral to the Bureau's role In ctiminal
Justlce analysis and coordination Is Its
continuing work toward full implementa-
tion of an integrated criminal Justice infor-
mation system and a longitudinal criminal
history file. The longitudinal file allows the
Bureau to determine the status of a criml-
nal without golng through varicus compli-
cated criminal justice databases and to
study the criminal justice system as a
whole. Included In this development is
continuing analysls of the completeness
and accuracy of criminal justice data-
bases and the development of improve-
ment strategles.

The development of an integrated infor-
mation system coordinated by the Bureau
will faciiitate statewide sharing of data
among criminal justice agencles to en-
hance the efficlency of the entire system.
The longltuds flle provides the teol for
planning, evaluation, and research; and
the integrated Information system will pro-
vide on-line, Interagency communieation
capabllity within the State.

The PCCD has undertaken a significant
effort to assist Pennsylvania police de-
partments in automating their records.
The Bureau has taken a lead role in work-
ing with departments to develop and Im-
plement a system tailored to meet the
basic fleld reporting/case managsment
and administrative needs of small and
medium-sized Pennsylvania police depart-
ments. The Pennsylvania Law Enforce-
ment Management Information System
{PA-LEMIS) Is the public domain system
which was developed and Is currently op-
erating in approximately 75 Pennsylvania
departments.

The Bureau has established a criminal
Justice computer laboratory and training
center. Equipment and softwars contribu-
tions are provided by the private sector in
support of the training and demonstrations
which are the integral components of the
canter's operations. The center targets
the computer related needs of local and
State criminal justice agencies. Further,
the center provides an impartial setting
where agencles can examine, compare,
and recelve training on leading computer
hardware and software.
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‘The Bureau is responsible for developing
the Commonwealth's plan to evaluate the
Impact and effectivensass of the State's ef-
forts to combat substance abuse. lssues
'stich as the impact of mandatory sentenc-
Ing of drug offenders, the eifectiveness of
multijurisdictional drug task forces, and
the effectiveness of house arrest pro-
-grams for substance abuse offenders are
being studiad.

Rhode Island

The Rhode Island Stailstical Analysls
Center {(SAC) has boen a unit of the Gov-
ernor's Justice Commission (GJC), Exec-
utive Depantment, since 1975. Some of
Its major accomplishments and ongoing
services are described below.

Statistical

The SAC produces an annual repoit, Seri-
ous Crime in Rhode Island, that focuses
on the sight most seftious crimes and is
usually released in June, The SAC also
produces reports on such issues as do-
mestic violence, white collar crims, drug
abuse, raps, motor vehicle theft, stolen
property, female criminality, robbety, juve-
nile statistics, arson, clearance by arrest,
and DWI,

The SAC has become a recognized crimi-
nal justice statistics claaringhouse and au-
thonty for the public and private sectors.
The SAC produces press releases and
provides radio and television intervisws,
-and the SAC translates complex data into
understandable terms for public adminis-
trators, businesses, and the public,

Information Systems

Early in 1990, the State selscted a project
consultant to assist the judiciai system In
implementing the recommendations of the
‘Rhede Island comprehensive criminal/ju-
venils justics information systems plan.
Specifically, the system/plan enables the
State's major criminal justice agencies,
the Department for Children, Youth, and
Their Families, and the Registry of Motor
Vehicles {o -—

« purchase state-of-the-art computer
equipment for their speclflc agency

« Join together for the rapld exchange of
common data information via a *hub" link-
age.

Following past history, both the GJC and
SAC will assist the consultant and the
State throughout the life of the project,
which is expected to take approximately

6 years and cost $10-814 million before
completion,

During the past 17 years, the SAC has
been the catalyst in Rhiode Island for plan-
ning, funding, and coordinating modern
computerized Information systems for the
State's ctiminal justice system. The SAC
acts as staff, rescurce, coordinater, and
liaison for the State's newly formed Crimi-
nal Justice Information System (CJ!S3)
Subcommittes. With Federal and State
funds, the SAC has been directly involved
in implementing the following statewlds
computer programs:

o Computerization at the Department of
Corrsctions revived interest in information
systems at the State's centralized prison
and [s presently 80% operatlonal,

« The State Police message switcher {a
system that can transfer and receive a
vast flow of communications by computer
from local and national scurces) was ex-
panded during 1990, but will be replaced
by CJIS funds In 1993,

« A computer system has been installed
throughout the entire court system.

« A computer system has besn installed at
the Attorney General's Bureau of Criminal
ldentification (BCl) and throughout lis
statewide operational systems, and an
AFIS (Automated Fingarprint Information
System) purchase/instaliation Is forecast
for 1994,

« A computer system has been installed in
the Public Defender's Office, with greater
capaclty to be added with future CJIS
funds.

GJC Liaison/Coordination

The GJC, as part of the Governor's Exec-
utive Office, has a major role in develop-
ing and implementing criminal justice pol-
iy, yenerally having statewids impact.
The SAC is often requested by GJC to
provide statistics and data toward sven-
tual completion of a speclal report or
study. The GJC and SAC have been di-
rectly responsible for policy changes or
proposed changes by producing the fol-
lowing documaents, all of which are avail-
able from the GJC:

Scuth Carolina

Established by legislation during the 1978
session, the Office of Criminal Justice
Programs, which includes the Statistical
Analysis Center (SAC), Is In the Division
of Public Safety in thie Governor's Office.

Some of the functions mandated in the
leglslation include —

« collecting and disseminating information
concerning crime and criminal justice to
asslist the General Assembly and enhance
the guality of criminal justice at all levels
of government in the Stats

« analyzing activities and problems in the
administration of criminal justice and de-
veloping plans for improvement for con-
sideration and implementation by State
and local agencies

« advising and assisting law enforcement
agencles in the State in ways to Improve
their law enforcement systems and thelr
relationship with other agencles and the
statewlde system

« stimulating and seeking financial support
from Federal, State, and local govern-
ments and ptivate sources for programs
and prajects designed to improve the ad-
ministration of criminal justice, court sys-
tems, iaw enforcement, prosecution, cor-
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rectlons, probation and parole, Juvenile
dellnquency programs, and related flalds.

These actlvities are performed In conjunc-
tlon with the Governor's Committese on
Criminal Justice, Crime, and Delinguency.
The committee, which was established by
the same leglslation as the Office of Crim-
Inal Justice Programs, functions as the
policy board for that Office as well as for
the Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Pre-
vention Act (JUDPA) of 1974, as amended
(Public Law 93-415). The committee ad-
vises the Office of Criminal Justice Pro-
grams and the Governor on criminal and
Juvenile justice policy issues and makes
recommendations for administrative and
legislative improvements.

The Office also works with the Juvenile
Justice Advisory Councl! established by
the same legislation. The council advises
the committee and the Office on all mat-
ters relevant to juvenile justice and recom-
mends priorities for the improvement of
juvenlle justice services.

In support of legisiative mandates, the
SAC provides the Office of Griminal Jus-
tice Programs with technical suppont.
Some of the more important tasks of the
past Federal fiscal year supported by the
Office are described below.

Information Center

A primary function of the Office of Crimi-
nal Justice Programs/SAC is to provide a
range of criminal justice data to the crimi-
nal justice system and units of govern-
ment at the national, State, and local lev-
els. Additionally, similar data are provided
to the public, media, colleges and univer-
sitles, private organizations, and others.
One method used to provide data is the
publication of ctime booklets. These
booklsts concern the criminal and juvenile
Justice system in South Carolina and are
intended to help correct and clarlfy some
of the misinformation and myths about
crime and criminal justice in South Car-
olina. The booklets provide facts on the
incidence of crime and on the population
that passes through the ctiminal and juve-
nile justice systems. They are aimed at
the public and the Legislature as well as
at groups within the criminal justice sys-
tem,

Violent Crime

The SAC Is working with the Bureau of
Justice Assistance which has undertaken
an effort to examine violent crime in the
14 southeastern States and territories of

Puerto Rico and the Virgin Islands. Ef-
forts led to a summit on violent cfime in
July 1992, which provided an opportunity
for local, Stats, and Federal policymakers
to present, dlscuss, and share common
Issues, concerns, and approaches to vio-
lent crime.

Crlminal History Record Improvement

The Office of Criminal Justice Programs
coordinated an effort with the State Law
Enforcement Division and the Office of
Court Administration to secure Federal
discretionary funds from the Bureau of
Justice Statistics under their Criminal
History Record Improvement (CHRI) Pro-
gram. A committee composed of the
major players concerned with the state-
wide improvement of criminal history
records was established and chalred by
the SAC Director.

State Victim Assistance

A grant program has been established by
the Governor's Office using funds collect-
ed thraugh a 5% assessmant on wages
earned by inmates participating in the
work release program. Approximately
$425,000 a year Is now collected, allowing
the Governor's Office to support innova-
tive victim assistance projects around the
State.

Anti-Drug Abusse Act of 1988

The Office of Criminal Justice Programs
was designated by the Governor to ad-
minister the State and Local Law Enforce-
ment Assistance Act of 1986 (Public Law
99-570), which is a section of the Ant/-
Drug Abuse Act, The SAC played a major
role in asslsting the Office In developing
the overall statewide drug strategy and
grant application required to obtain the
drug grant funding. A drug council was
appointed by the Governor to assist in im-
plementing the program in South Carolina.
its membership represents the three com-
ponents of the Anti-Drug Abuse Act:
enforcement, education, and treatment.

Drug-Free Schools and Community Act

The Governor's portion of the Drug-Free
Schools and Community Act of 1986 grant
program was transferred to the Gffice of
Criminal Justice Programs. The SAC as-
sisted in establishing procedures for the
office to administer the program.
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Grant Program Support

The Antl-Drug Abuse Act, the Gavernor's
portion of the Drug-free Schools and
Community Act, the Juvenlle Justice and
Delinquency Prevention Act, the Victims
of Crime Act, the Chlldrens Justice Act,
and the State Victim Asslstance grant pro-
grams are administered by the Office of
Criminal Justice Programs. The SAC as-
slsts these programs by reviewing and
svaluating the data submitted by sub-
grantees. Technlcal assistance Is pro-
vided primarlly to subgrantess Invoived In
Implementing or expanding information
systems.

South Dakota

The South Dakota Statistical Analysls
Center (SDSAC) Is located within the Of-
fice of the Attorney General, who Is man-
dated by statute to maintain the Bursau of
Criminal Statistlcs for the State. The pri-
mary goal of the SDSAC Is to Improve the
quality of criminal justice information
throughout South Dakota.

Since Its establishment in 1983, the SAC
has been charged with developing a per-
spective that spans the entire criminal jus-
tice system at the local, State, and na-
tional level. The major actlvities con-
ducted by the SDSAC during FY 1991 are
described below.

Clearinghouse Function

The SAC recelves many requests for in-
formation and assistance from Federal,
State, and local entities as well as from
private citizens. These requests are han-
dled on a priority basis, taking precedence
over other duties. As the SAC's visibility
increases, these Inquiries continuse to mul-
tiply. The SAC attempts to fulfill svery
reasonable request pertaining to the crimi-
nal justice system In South Dakota.

This year the number of requests for crim-
inal justice Information increased dramati-
cally. Thisincrease is viewed as an indi-
cator of the SDSAC's stature as a coordi-
nator and facilitator of criminal justice
planning and research.

South Dakota Criminal Justice Directory

The South Dakota Criminal Justice Direc-
tory continues to be one of the SAC's
most popular publications. Updates to
this directory are done on an as-needed
baslis, such as following sheriffs' elections
and the changing in administrative per-
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sonnel. The binder format of the directory
allows for these perlodic updates without
reproducing the entlre directory.

Uniform Crime Reporting

The South Dakota SAC continues to
maintaln Uniform Crime Reporting (UCR)
data on a statewlde basis. Collecting data
in this manner provides a foundation for
comparing local agencies based on popu-
lation, a task which previously has been
difficult. Currently, approximately 85% of
the State's population is covered by this
reporting. Efforts are being made to en-
courage increased participation in this
program.

South Dakota is currently In the process
of converting to an Incident-Based Re-
porting (IBR) system. Additional data ele-
ments were established through meetings
of an IBR Advisory Committee appointed
by the Attorney General.

Crime in South Dakota

For the first time in the SDSAC's history,
Crime in South Dakota was prepared
using statistics generated by the UCR
System. This repoit has previously been
based on the FBI's publication, Crime in
the United States. Data from 82 local
agenciss, covering 85% of the State's
population, was Included In this report.
Statistics were generated considering fac-
tors such as type of crims, age of the of-
fender, sex of the oiffender, and contribut-
ing agency.

Sexual Offender Project

This extensive project is currently in the
tracking phase. The offenders included in
the original study are being tracked with
recidivism rates as the main focus. A re-
port will be published upon completion of
this phase.

Anti-Drug Abuse Acts of 1986 and 1988

The SDSAC, in conjunction with the South
Dakota Attorney General's Task Force on
Drugs, continues to participate in the Con-
sortium for Drug Strategy Impact Assess-
ment, coordinated by the Justice Re-
search and Statistics Association,

As well as the Consortium for Drug Strat-
egy Impact Assessmenti, the SAC also co-
operates with the Attorney General's Task
Force on Drugs and the Pharmacsutical
Diversion Program, and the South Dakota
Department of Health on the Drug Abuse

Warning Network (DAWN) data colloction
efforts, Data are collected from 18 partici-
pating hospltals addressing drug-related
emsatgency room admittances. The maln
purposes of DAWN are the provision of
up-to-date information regarding the types
of drugs which are belng abused, demo-
graphic characterlstics of the drug abuser,
and the geographic areas where drug
abuse Is occurring. Reports are published
bl-annually, graphically depicting the data
received from the hospitals. In addition to
the above activities, the SDSAC periodi-
cally engages In speclal research projects
to address current issues in the criminal
justice fisld.

Tenhessee

The Tennessee Statistical Analysls Center
(SAC) was created by Executive Order of
the Governor within the Tennessee Bu-
reau of Investigation in 1991, The SAC
operation has been in an organizational
phase and was not fully staffed untif Jan-
uary 1992. The SAC is currently funded
by a grant from the Bureau of Justice
Statistics.

The main responsibliities of the SAC are
to— ‘

« assess, develop, and coordinate the
compllation of criminal Justice statistics at
the State and local level

« make recommendations relative to the
coordination of efforts at the State and
local level

« serva as a clearinghouse for dissemina-
tion of criminal justice statistics

« make recommendations to the General
Assembly for legislation necessary to pro-
mote and streamline the gathering and
compilation of criminal justice statistics.

An advisory board composed of represen-
tatives from the criminal justice commu-
nity was established to oversee the opera-
tions of the SAC. All projects undertaken
by the SAC must be approved by the
board.

Texas

The Criminal Justice Policy Council
(CJPC) was created in 1983 by the 68th
Texas Legislature to determine the
long-range needs of the criminal justice
system. The agency conducts criminal
justice research to provide State
policymakers with information to evaluate
programs and Initiatives in the ctiminal
justice system. The membership of the
Criminal Justice Policy Councll consists of

the Governor, the Llsutenant Governor,
the Speaker of the House of Rapresenta-
tives, four members of the Senate ap-
pointad by the Lleutenant Qovernor, four
members of the House of Representa-
tlves appolnted by the Speaker, and six
members appointed by the Governor,
The role and accomplishments of the
CJPC In conducting research and provid-
Ing Informatlon are listed below.

Resource to the Office of the Governor

The Ctiminal Justice Policy Council pro-
vides the Office of the Governor with anal-
yses of policles under consideration or
analyses for developing policy initiatives.
Other spscial projects are assigned by the
Governar to assist in policy development.
The agency Is presently providing re-
search support to the Texas Punishment
Standards Commission. This commission
Is charged with making revisions to the
State Sentencing Code.

Legislatively Mandated Projects

Interim "special projects” are conducted
for the Legislature. The Texas Legislature
in 1991 mandated the Policy Councli to -
« conduct a statewlds sentencing study to
provide the Legislature with information
necessary to perform a proper revision of
statutes relating to sentencing In criminal
cases

« design and distribute each district court
with felony jurisdiction a data collection re-
port form to collect all information relevant
to a sentence

» establish a working group 1o expedite the
Implementation and continued improve-
ment of the criminal justice Information
system

» conduct regional hearings to develop a
report to the Governor and Legislature
proposing improvements to the Criminal
Justice [nformation System to take piace
during 1993-94.

Policy Impact Analysis of Legislation

At the request of the Lisutenant Governor,
the Speaker of the House of Represanta-
tives, or the chair of a legislative commit-
tes, the Palicy Council will develop anim-
pact statement of legislation affecting the
adult correctional system.

The JUSTICE modsel provides the basis
for conducting the analyses. The model is
used to simulate the impact of policy
changes on the adult correctional system.
For example, the impact on the prison
population of changing parole eligibility or
establishing minimum senterice terms for
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conviction of specific offenses can be sim-
ulated with precision to provide the basis
for a comprehensive system's capacity or
fiscal analysis. The policy impact state-
ment also describes in detail how the leg-
islation proposed affects the dynamics of
the system.

Resource for Conducting Program
Evaluations

Innovative criminal justice programs are
presently being implemented to explore
approaches for dealing with offender’s risk
of recidivism. For these programs to suc-
ceed and expand it s necessary to prop-
erly implement them by targeting the right
population for intervention; by developing
effective mechanisms for Intra- and inter-
agency cooperation; and by evaluating the
success of the program on the offender,
measured by recidivism, so program tech-
niques can be aitered to maximize suc-
cess. The Policy Council, at the direction
of the Governor or the Legislature, or
under contract from other State agencies,
conducts in-depth program evaluations.

Presently, the Policy Councll Is conducting
the following evaluations —

« two-year program evaluation of the Em-
ployment Services for Prabationers pro-
gram of the Texas Department of Crimlnal
Justice Community Justice Assistance Di-
vision and the Texas Employment Com-
mission

« evaluation of the drug treatment Initia-
tives in the criminal justice system
adopted by the Legislature in 1991.

Improvements in Criminal Justice
Information

The Criminal Justice Policy Council en-
gages In activities to improve ctiminal jus-
tice information systems in the State, The
Council advises on the implementation of
Article 8, H.B. 2335, Criminal History
Record System. In this role, the Criminal
Justice Policy Council develops and rec-
ommends strategies to sfficiently imple-
ment the Texas Criminal Justice Informa-
tion System. In 1991-92, with funding as-
sistance from the U.S. Bureau of Justice
Statistics, the agency is working with the
Texas Department of Public Safety to de-
velop and test electronic reporting of court
disposition information between localities
and the State. This model will be repli-
cated statewide to eventually end the
paper reporting of court disposition data
from localities to the State.

Improvements in the Distribution
of Criminal Justice Information

The Criminal Justice Policy Councl pre-
pares and distributes a Research in Brief
newsletter to judges, presecutors, police
chiefs, sheriffs, and mayors statewide.
The newsletter summarizes the findings
of research conducted by the agency and
discusses [ssues relevant to the undsr-
standing of complex policy Issues con-
fronting State decisionmakers.

Utah

The Utah Commisslon on Criminal and

- Juvenile Justice was created by the Utah

Legisiature in 1983 to ensure broad philo-
sophical agreement on the objectives of

the criminal and Juveniie justice system in
Utah and to provide a mechanism for co-

" ordinating the functions of the various

branches and levels of government to
achieve those objectives. The Commis-
slon has 17 members representing key
leaders from the legislative, judicial, and
executive branches of State and local
governments. The Commission has a
small staff and Is attached to the Gover-
nor's Office.

The specific statutory charges of the
Commisslon are to —

« promote the coordination of all criminal
justice agencles

« provide analysis and recommendations
on criminal and juvenile justice legislation
and on State budgst and facility requests,
including program and fiscal impact on all
components of the criminal and juvenils
justice system

« pravide public information on the criminal
and juvenile justice system and give tech-
nical assistance to agencies or local units
of government on methods to promote
public awareness

« promote research and program evalua-
tion as an Integral part of the criminal and
juvenile justice system

« provide an annual comprehensive crimi-
nal justice plan

« develop, monitor, and evaluate sentenc-
ing and release guidelines for adults and
juveniles

« forecast demands on the criminal justice
system, including specific projections for
secure bed space

« coordinate and improve criminal and
juvenile justice Information systems.

The budget of the Commission was sup-
plemented by BJS to gather and dissemi-
nate important information on the Utah
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criminal justice system; this work contin-
ued in FY 1991.

The annual report entitled The Utah Crimi-
nal Justice System, 1991 was published.
This report describes crime trends, details
the activities of the Commission on Crimi-
nal and Juvenile Justice, abstracts crimi-
nal justice legisiation that passed the 1990
Utah Legislature, and highlights informa-
tion pertinent to a proposal to move from
a county-funded prosecution system to a
State funded system.

A major goal of the Commission has been
to Improve the coordination of criminal -
Justice information systems so that scund
information Is avallable on how the crimi-
nal justice process Is functioning In the
State. Effortsin this regard were height-
ened after an audit of the State Criminal
History File revealed major problems,
The Commisslon has grants to Improve
the criminal history system and to Imple-
ment incident-based uniform crime report-
ing. Subgrants are being utilized to assist
units of State and local government in
making necessary accommodations.

The Commission served as a clearing-
houss to disseminate reports produced by
BJS and other quality information to con-
cerned agencles In the State. This pro-
vided the best nationally available infor-
mation to policymakers,

Other Commisslon activities Included —
o reviewing criminal justice budgets at the
State level and the impact of proposed
criminal justice legislation

« beginning to evaluate and revise
statewide sentencing and release guide-
lines

« serving as the agency responsible to co-
ordinate law enforcement, treatment, and
prevention efforts in response to drug
abuse in Utah

« staffing and sponsoring a task force to
study and make recommendations to re-
spond to child sexual abuse

» administering Office of Juvenile Justice
and Delinquency Prevention Federal grant
funds

« administering Anti-Drug Abuse Federal
grant funds

» sponsoring and staffing Utah's Sub-
stance Abuse Coardinating Council.

Vermont

Since its inception in 1987, the Vermont
Criminal Justice Center has baen the
State's Statistical Analysis Center (SAC)
for criminal justice planning and research.
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The center Is an independent agency, es-
tablished by Executive order and attached
to the Governor’s Office of Policy Re-
search. Since January 1991, the Center
has been administered by Norwich Unl-
versity's Depariment of Justice Studies
and Soclology under a contract agree-
ment with the State of Vermont. The
Center is responsible to a steering com-
mittee of the Vermont Criminal Justice
Council, a 16-member group consisting of
a representative from the public and all
segments of Vermont's criminal justice
system.

During FY 91, the Center was involved in
the projects discussed below:

« Data coliection and analysis continued
on the Center's Criminal Justice System
Database. The Center collects more than
75 pieces of information from each felony,
misdemeanor, and motor vehicle viclation
charged throughout the State. This
database has allowed the Center to re-
spond to policy related questions from
legislators, criminal justice agencles, the
public, and the media. The databass also
facilitates Vermont's participation in BJS'
Offender Based Tracking System (OBTS).
» The staif began plans to develop a com-
puterized Juvenile Justice Database simi-
lar to the Criminal Justice Database dis-
cussed above, Currently, there is no cen-
tralized, computerized database that
would support statewide research on the
charges, adjudication, or sentencing of ju-
venile defendants.

« In September 1991, In conjunction with
the Chlefs of Police Association of Ver-
mont, the Center published its fourth an-
nual Profile of Municipal Police Depart-
ments in Vermont, providing useful cpera-
tional and administrative data on local law
enforcement agencies.

» The Center continued work on a recidi-
vism study of 2,600 Vermont felons who
had been convicted in 1979, 1282, and/or
1985. The objectives of this study are to
determine how frequently Vermont offend-
ers become re-involved in the criminal jus-
tice system and to analyze the "career
patterns” of rural offenders,

« The Center also continued work on the
development of a computer simulation
model of Vermont's criminal justice sys-
tem. The purpose of the model is to pro-
vide policy analysis assistance to State
criminal justice officials when addressing
system-wide administrative problems.

« The Center has expanded support ser-
vices to the Legislature and other criminal
justice agencles by establishing a legisla-
tive liaison position, conducting regular
staff meetiings between Center staff and

agency staff, publishing a newsletter enti-
tled the DATALINE, and sponsoring a se-
ries of "supper seminars" designed to pro-
vide criminal justice professionals with the
opportunity to discuss policy related Is-
sues in a relaxed and informal atmo-
sphere.

Virgin Islands

The Law Enforcement Planning Commis-
sion (LEPC) Is the State criminal justice
planning agency responsible for advising
the Governor in devsloping policies,
plans, and programs for Improving the co-
ordination, administration, and effective-
ness of the criminal justice system In the
Virgin Islands. The agency serves as a
coordinator, facilitator, and conduit for
Federal funding avallable from the U.S.
Department of Justice including Crime
Victim Assistance, Justice Statistics,
Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Preven-
tion, and Drug Control and Systems
Improvement, LEPC monitors, evaluates,
and provides technical assistance within
the Virgin Islands criminal justice system.

Although this agency did not have a Sta-
tistical Analysls Center (SAC) during FY
1991, it did collect and compile territory-
wide statistics on Part | Crimes during FY
1990-91. This Information will be summa-
rized and presented graphically in publica-
tions expected to be completed during the
early part of 1992. Additionally, the LEPC
has begun to develop questions for a sur-
vey on ctime victimizatior and the public
perception of crime and the criminal jus-
tice system that will be completed by mid-
1992. Results of the survey and the Part |
publications will be avatlable for use within
the territory's criminal justice system.

Plans are being formulated to improve the
data collectlon activities and to resume
operations of the Statlstical Analysis
Center.

Virginla

The activities of the Virginia Statistical
Analysis Center (SAC) are conducted
within the Criminal Justice Research Cen-
ter housed within the Department of Crim-
inal Justice Services (DCJS). DCJS, an
executive branch agency under the Sec-
retary of Public Safety, provides research
and evaluation services to State and local
governments and to private nonprofit
groups. DCJS also regulates training
standards, provides technical assistance
to State and local criminal justice agen-
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cles, administers grant programs, and
develops criminal Justice data systems.

The mission of the Criminal Justice Re-
search Center Is to provide accurate and
comprehensive data and research to
guide strategic, policy, and budgetary de-
cislonmaking on criminal justice issues,
policies, and programs. The Center is
responsible for the coordination, collec-
tion, statistical analysis, and intarpretation
of systemwide data on crime and crimi-
nals In Virginia. Other duties of the Center
include the productlon of research reports
on crime, criminals, and the criminal jus-
tice system; the provision and coordina-
tion of technical assistance to State and
local governments with access to Federal
resources in criminal justice research and
statistical information; the promotion of
the development of automated and man-
ual criminal justice data systems in the
State; and the condueting of special
research and evaluative studies at the
request of the Governor, the Sacretary

of Public Safety, the Judiclary, and the
General Assembiy.

The Criminal Justice Research Centeris -
structurally organized into four sections:
1) the Research and Statistical Unit

2) the Database Development and Main-
tenance Unit

3) the Evaluation Unit

4) the Sentencing Guidelines Unit.
These units are interrelated and work
together on Center projects allowing for
the sharing of diverse talents and back-
grounds in the field of research.

Preojects currently undertaken by the
Research Center are described below.

Inmate Population Forecasting

The Criminal Justice Research Center is
responsible for the annual development of
jall population forecasts for the State.
DCJS Ressarch Center Staff recently
made Its first officlal presentations to the
Governor's Policy Committee on Jail and
Prison Forecasting. The Research Genter
produces annual projections of the local
jail population throughout the State for use
in planning criminal justice capital and op-
erating expenditures.

Felony Sentencing Guidelines

The Virginia Felony Sentencing Guidelines
were Implemented statewide on January
1, 1991. The Research Center provides
the staff support for judicial research in
sentencing. This support includes over-
sight of the statewlide implementation pro-
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cess and research for continued develop-
ment of the guidslines.

With regard to implsmentation, Research
Center staff provide training for sentenc-
ing guldelines users and phane support
for user questlons. Training sesslons

on the use of these guidelines were held
throughout the State for jJudges, Common-
wealth attorneys, probation officers, de-
fense attorneys, public defenders, court
clerks, and others invoived in criminal
sentences. Also, a "hotline" system with
a staff of analysts is available to answer
user questions.

The Ressarch Center staff continue to
monitor the sentencing guldelines pro-
gram and conduct all analysis to support
revisions to the system. The Research
Center staff Is in the process of complet-
ing a revision of the sentencing guldelines
based upon an analysis of approximately
86,000 felony sentences in Virginia over
the past 5 years,

Unified Criminal Justice Database

The Research Center Is examining Vir-
ginia's criminat justice data systems as
part of a feasibllity study for developing
a Statewide, unified criminal justice
database.  Creatlon of a unified criminal
justice data-base was recommended by
the 1989 Governor's Commission on
Prison and Jail Overcrowding (COPJO).

As recommended by COPJO, the unified
database would be used for planning the
type and quantlty of future jalls and pris-
ons, as well as providing the foundation
for systernic research studies conducted
by the Center. Currently, staff from the
Center are working with a State Criminal
History Records Improvement Task Force
which Is examining ways to improve
Virginia's ctiminal history records data
system. The Center's staff Is assessing
who uses criminal records data, how the
records are used, what information Is
needed from criminal records, and how
the records can be improved to better
sorve the needs of users. The Center is
collecting this data from every component
of the State's criminal justice system in-
cluding law enforcement, magistrates,
prosecutors, public defenders, judges,
probation and parole officers, and re-
searchers, Individual members repre-
senting the majority of Virginia's criminal
justice agencies and organizations are
being Interviewed to obtaln in-depth infor-
mation about the criminal history data
uses and needs of all components of the
criminal justice system.

Suggestlons for improvements to make
the criminal history records more useful
and productive are also being gathered.
Additlonally, a broader sample of users In
criminal Justice agencles and organiza-
tions is being surveyed by mail to deter-
mine their criminal history data uses and
needs. The combination of focused, in-
depth interviews and a broad-based sur-
vey should provide & clear understanding
of Virginia's criminal history information
needs,

After the examination of the criminal his-
tory records system Is completed, the
Center will examine criminal justice data
systems maintained by courts, correc-
tions, and other criminal justice organiza-
tions to further develop the plan for a uni-
fled data system.

Special Report: Drug Crime in Virginia

Drugs in Virginla: A Criminal Justice Per-
spective was recently released. The re-
port was produced by the Criminal Justice
Research Center and provides a compre-
hensive examination of drug crime in Vir-
ginia and how the criminal justice system
has responded to the problem. The report
is intended to ald legislators, judges, and
other criminal justice policymakers and
practitioners. Some of the findings in the
report are summarized below:

« The composition of drug arrests in Vir-
ginia changed dramatically over the past
decade. By 1990, crimes Involving mari-
juana accounted for only about 40% of

all drug arrests, while crimes involving
Schedule I/ll drugs such as cocalne made
up over 50% of drug arrests.

« The arrest rate for drug crimes involving
a Schedule I/l drug increased dramati-
cally in the 1980s but slowed considerably
in 1990. Arrest rates for the sale of a
Schedule I/!l drug Increased by 280%
from 1986 to 1989, but Increased by only
1% in 1990.

« Durlng the past decade, Virginia's drug
arrest rate has been lower than the na-
tional average and compared favorably
with that of several bordering states.

» The age and raclal profile of drug offend-
ets has shifted considerably over the past
decade. For example, in 1982 juveniles
accounted for less than 1% of all arrests
for the sale of a Schedule /1l drug, by
1990 juveniles comprised 10% of these
arrests.

« Although the majority of drug offenders
showed evidence of drug abuse, only
about one-quarter of them had particl-
pated in a drug treatment program.

« Upon release from prison, the majority
of convicted drug felons were rearrested
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for another crime and over 40% were
convicted of a new offense.

This report is the fourth in a series of
speclal reports that focus on a particular
toplcal area in the criminal justice system.
Previous reports Include Felony Justice in
Virginia, Violent Crime In Virginia, and
Voluntary Sentencing Guidelines: Pilot
Program Evaluation. The purpose of
these reports is to highlight critical justice
Issues and to present accurate and com-
prehenslve facts and flgures that provide
a foundation for effective decisionmaking.
These reports were widely distributed,
with copies going to legislators, judges,
agency administrators, prosecutors, law
enforcement psrsonnsl, corrections per-
sonnel, and court personnel. These
special reports have been used by many
Virginia policymakers in thelr deliberations
on criminal Justice issues and have gat-
nered many letters of commendation from
top governmental officials and criminal
justice professionals.

Speclal Evaluations of Criminal Justice
Programs or Initiatives

The Criminal Justice Research Center has
racently completed or Is currently in the
process of conducting several evaluations
of criminal justice programs and inltlatives.
The Center recently completed its evalua-
tlon of delinquency prevention programs
in Virginia, as requested by the Virginia
General Assembly. The study examined
the 50 Offices on Youth, as they are
known, which provide primary and sec-
ondary prevention and youth development
services for 59 jurlsdictions around the
State. The evaluation was based on qual-
ltative and quantitative data obtained from
program directors, local government and
state government administrators, and
local advisory board chairs. The final
report provides recommendatlons for
program improvements in the areas of
phllosophy and role of the programs,
fun
